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The Attitude of students toward the future profession of teacher in the stage of education at pedagogical Institute
In the article the analysis of sociological aspects, which show the attitude of the students of pedagogical specialties of the Far-Eastern state humanitarian university toward their profession in the stage of education is represented. Basic accent is made on the study of such problems as: the motivation of the choice of profession, professional plans, the level of professional readiness and stability in the stage of getting higher pedagogical education. In the work the crucial problems, which negatively influence the professional self-determination of future teachers, are described.
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The study of duties of a teacher was considerably activated in sociology of education last time, with it the problems of the contemporary school are connected: the low prestige of the profession of a teacher, the difficulty of creating and maintaining the spirit of creation and collaboration at school, “spread” of professional culture and, in particular, the low stability of young teachers. Pedagogical institutes, universities and their branches increase with each year the release of young teachers, but almost no one of them, after graduating from educational institution, intends to go to work at school. According to the data of the Ministry of education and science (May 2009), about 1 million 300 people teach in Russian schools, the sixth part of them - persons of retirement age, at the same time, 417,5 thousand students are going to become teachers, and, on the average, only 10 15% of graduates of pedagogical institutes come into the schools.

At the labor market of the Khabarovsk Territory the profession of the teacher of compulsory school is highly claimed, about which says the information about the vacancies of pedagogical personnel for 2009 - 2010 academic year (as of 01.08.2009), placed on the site of the Ministry of education of the Khabarovsk Territory, which makes confidence in the employment opportunities. At the same time, the low status of profession of the teacher, which, in particular, is expressed in the low level of the salary, clearly decreases the motivation of many students of pedagogical institutes to the professional realization of themselves in the sphere of education.

For studying the attitude to the future teacher activity at the stage of education among the students of third courses of pedagogical specialties of the Far-Eastern state humanitarian university of Khabarovsk the author carried out a piloting research (the research "Professional self-determination of the students of pedagogical specialties of the Institute" , 2009 (n=110). The general totality made the students of the third courses of pedagogical specialties, studying at the Far-Eastern state humanitarian university of Khabarovsk. The type of selective totality is multistage, random at the stage of the selection of respondents).

As for the model of professional self-determination of Yu.R. Vishnevskiy, one should note that the third course is transitional for the students: adaptive period comes to the end, professional interests and long-range plans are actualized, the bases of professional motivation are made [1].

Examining the professional self-determination of students in the context of professional development, it is expedient to pay attention to the questions of motivational orientations, namely, if they correspond to the basic content of chosen profession, if they reflect the professional directivity of student (his professional interest, the desire to master it), or at the basis of professional choice lie the motives, which fix the interest of student in the external, objectively unessential attributes of profession [2].

The professional choice is always an independent, active process, indicating about the formation of personality as the subject of vital activity. From the variety of existing professions and information about them the personality, after comparing his interests, tendencies and abilities with the requirements of profession, chooses only one, where he will be able to realize his potential opportunities.

Being based on the works of V.A. Slastenin, we were guided in our study by three basic groups of the motives: 
1. The motives, which indicate about the real pedagogical orientation (the need of contact with the children, interest in the teacher activity); 
2. The motives, which characterize partial pedagogical orientation - the need in the particular moments of pedagogical activity, but not in the realization of its purposes in teaching and educating (possibility of intellectual development and general cultural development, the prestige of pedagogical profession); 
3. The motives, which do not contain the pedagogical orientation (interest to the main subject, the recommendation of parents, the opportunity to render influence on other people, the tendency to avoid service in the army, random circumstances) [3].

A research showed that the motives of the entering the pedagogical Institute and the choice of teacher’s profession are different; moreover some of them are not connected with the pedagogical activity. The obtained data show that the prevailing motive in four departments of five is “the interest to the main subject”: 1. The students of the faculty of biology and chemistry (the teacher of chemistry- biology; biology- geography) – 35,7%; 
2. The students of the faculty of art and drawing (the teacher of drawing) – 60%; 
3. The students of the Institute of mathematics, physics and information technology (the teacher of information technology, information technology - mathematics, physics- information technology) – 33,3%; 
4. The students of the Institute of linguistic and international communication (linguist- instructor) – 61,5%.

The exception were the students of the Institute of psychology and management, the basic factor by the choice of professional activity of which was the motive of “the recommendation of parents (relatives)” – 30%. The named preferences make it possible to establish the presence of predominantly “object motives” by the choice of their profession and the absence of interest in the quite teacher activity by the students. The questioning showed that the essential number of interrogated students actually do not have the steady tendency toward the pedagogical profession. It is important to note that the choice of profession does not give yet the complete information about professional intentions and professional plans of a man, at least because it can be the consequence of the insufficient informness of personality about future activity [4]. The results of questioning showed that the large part of respondents" had general idea” about the special features of the work of teacher (table 1). It is worthwhile to consider that the insufficient level of information directivity by the choice of profession, the absence of reliable knowledge about the social, economic, psychological working conditions and understanding of the requirements of profession subsequently contribute to a change of the attitude of students toward the chosen sphere of activity and they descend the readiness for the realization of professional plans in this field.

The problematic, which is concerned the professional plans of students, was studied by us, in this case special attention was given to a question about the correspondence of the form of future professional activity of that orientation, which the student got at the Institute. Different directions of the realization of professional plans were proposed to respondents: the opportunity to continue the educational process or the opportunity of job-finding. The distribution of the answers of students to this question is represented in the table 2.

Analyzing getting results, we came to conclusion that the pedagogical activity was attractive for the insignificant part of respondents, as a whole, the version “of the search for work place in the obtained specialty of the teacher of secondary school after obtaining the diploma” is presented as possible to 15% of students of ADF; to 5% of students of IMPIT; to 15% of students of IPM; to 11,5% of ILIC (linguistic department). Consequently, for the students, who are going to work at school, the status of a teacher, his social and economic lack of defense, the low level of salary, the absence of the opportunity of career development are not the restrictive barriers. The meaningful aspect of work, is important for this category of respondents, the opportunity to realize themselves is the influential arguments in favor of professional choice. It is worthwhile to note that none of the interrogated students of biological-chemical faculty identifies his future professional activity with the work of the ordinary teacher.

It is possible to assume that a change in the attitude of the majority of students to the pedagogical profession, was the result of having the first pedagogical practice at school and, as a result, the realization of break (contradiction) between the training process at the Institute (predominantly oriented to the training of teacher in different subjects), and the real school life, which requires from the teacher not only the subject knowledge and skills in the methodic of teaching, but also the abilities to conduct a research search, to work with parents, with the lagging and difficult schoolchildren and so forth. The contradiction between theoretical knowledge and true pedagogical reality, which brings to the teacher the increasing requirements (especially at schools of innovation kind, which use the new models of education and training), brings student to the revision of professional and vital plans.
The reasons, which predetermine the professional self-determination of the students of pedagogical Institute, as it was explained in the course of studies, lie out the sphere of education. The professional plans of students in this stage of education in a considerable degree depend on the social and economic situation in the country. The most important conditions, under which the students showed the readiness for the work at school – the worthy level of salary, the assignment of housing conditions, the guarantee of life conditions, sufficient for the qualified fulfillment of working function, an increase of public prestige of the profession of teacher. 
On the basis of answers, the moral motivation of students to the labor is very insignificant, the economic incentives prevail, the most preferable variant is “the search for the work place, where one pay well not compulsorily in the specialty”, this variant is leading among the students of BCF – 36%; ADF – 40%; IMPIT – 57%, the professional installations of such students can be shown in the formula – " Money + work". The content of labor, its nature, the status of profession do not have fundamental value for them, the main thing is that the work would be highly-paid, which gives the opportunity to have worthy life.

The variant “getting the 2nd specialty” is leading among the students of IPM – 35% and ILIC (linguistic department) – 23%, obviously, the fact of getting higher pedagogical education is not sufficient for the successful start of these students in professional activity. A similar tendency can be considered as the unique prolongation of that age period, which does not assume the direct start of working activity. 
From the obtained answers from respondents to a question: did your attitude to the chosen profession of teacher change? it is possible to make a conclusion testifying the fact that during the period of studying the majority of students (50% of BCF; 55% of ADF; 67% of IMPIT; 50% of IPM) did not change their attitude to the chosen profession. A significant part of respondents, by the received answers (36 % of BCF; 40% of ADF; 24 % of IMPIT; 35% IPM), have seriously thought about the profession and have changed the attitude " to the best side ", in a greater degree this given tendency was seen among the students of ILIC (linguistic faculty) – 69%, only insignificant part of respondents have noted a number of reasons which have changed their idea about pedagogical work to " the worst side " – the low level of salary, heavy emotional conditions at school, the absence of an opportunity to use applied skills, weak material base, non-prestigiousness and non-perspectivity of profession. 

However the readiness of the choice of other profession was expressed only with 36% of students of BCF, the most part of respondents: ADF – 40%; IPM – 60%; ILIC – 46% have remained constant in their professional preferences. 

Questioning allowed to show the level of professional readiness of students to work at school under conditions existing today. In opinion of known Soviet psychologist K.K. Platonov, professional readiness represents a subjective condition of the person considering capable for professional work and prepared for doing it and aspiring to carry out it [5]. 

Thus, 45% of students of ADF and 43% of IMPIT "are absolutely not ready" to the solution of professional problems and the fulfillment of functional duties. The larger part of respondents has demonstrated difficulties by the choice of the answer, what explains the insufficiently high level of professional skill and competence of students at this stage of education. The small part of students, is ready to realize the professional choice at this stage of education, to get the social status of a teacher by existing difficulties and to become in modern society the standards of spirituality and morals – 29% of students of BCF; 15% of ADF; 5% of IMPIT; 30% of IPM and 19% of ILIC. 

The answers of respondents received during the interrogation about the prestigiousness of teacher’s profession, allow to make a conclusion that the main part of future specialists the idea about low public prestige of the chosen field of activity was formed (tables 3). 

The dynamics of prestige of professions is very thin, sensitive indicator of important changes in the life of society. It is possible to consider, that the given concepts is not a result of own experience received by the students during the first practice. The estimation of attractiveness of the chosen profession in consciousness of respondents bears on itself a press of the modern concepts existing in society. According to data of sociological interrogations, 65% of Russians consider the profession of teacher unattractive and only 22% consider it prestigious [6].

In the regular speech, discussing about the status of a teacher in Russia, the Minister of education and science A. Fursenko commented: “Today the profession of teacher is not so attractive, as we would like, but also that horror, about which was said still for a while is already not. There is a respect for teacher, the society understands today, that the teacher - is that, on the basis of what must rise and grow the economy of the country” [5]. Today is important the ability to form by students understanding the fact that the teacher work is necessary to society and will make possible to conquer worthy social position in the future.

Summing up, we can conclude that the results of the conducted piloting research reflect the contradictions and disagreement in the social-professional consciousness of students of different kind, which became the consequence of avalanche-type social and economic and political changes both in the society as a whole and in the education system in particular. The attitude and interest in the pedagogical profession is not the private matter of each student, this problem has social, cultural and economic roots and it is necessarily to solve it taking into account all these factors.
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
