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The rights and freedom in collective consciousness of the youth

In this article the subjective representations, estimations, opinions, judgments of the youth of Khabarovsk territory about an observance of the rights and freedom of the person and the citizen are considered, representations about values of the youth concerning the rights and freedom are analyzed, the reasons of their infringement are established, the estimation of trust of youth is presented legal institutes. An observance of such rights of youth, as the right to work and the right to health protection is in more details analyzed.
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The human rights fixed in the Constitution of the Russian Federation, characterize its legal status in relation to the state, its possibilities and claim in economic, social, political and cultural spheres. Free and effective realization of human rights is one of the basic signs of a civil society and a lawful state.

However the non-observance of fundamental laws and freedom takes place in many spheres of ability to live of the Russian society and its regions. The investigated problem concerning youth which acts both object, and the subject of infringement of the rights and freedom guaranteed by the Constitution of the Russian Federation is especially actual. As their indicators subjective representations of youth about the rights and freedom, reflected in results of the sociological research spent by scientists of Far East academy of public service.

In the list of the most important for Russians of the rights and freedom such rights and freedom, as «the right to medical aid» (53%), «the right to inviolability of person» (41%), «the right to habitation» (39%), «the right to protection against unemployment» (22%), and also «the right to a payment and to formation» (on 21%) are in the lead. Results of interrogations, the population of Khabarovsk territory as a whole, and youth in particular, correlate with the results of the all-Russian interrogations presented above.

So, in answers to a question: «What rights and freedom guaranteed by the Constitution of the Russian Federation, edge youth considers for itself as the most important?» Have been allocated: «the right to a life» (72,0%), «the right to protection of the rights and freedom» (47,1%), «right to housing» (44,3%), «the right to freedom and inviolability of person» (40,5%), «right to health protection» (39,4%). The bottom positions in a rating of fundamental laws and freedom of the person and the citizen occupy: «freedom of associations and the unions» (2,3%), «the right to a native language» (7,2%), «religious freedom and freedom of worship» (9,0%), «the right to participation in a public and political life» (9,9%), «the right of a private property, business» (13,5%).

As a whole it is necessary to notice that distinctions in the estimations of youth and the representatives of an average and the senior of generations, practically are absent that testifies to the generated identical representations of the population of the Russian society about values concerning the rights and freedom of citizens.

And, as show results of interrogation, in the majority preferences concerning a priority of the personal rights and freedom dominate. As the general explanation of such ranging of fundamental laws and freedom the interrogated population is pragmatic-individualistic valuable reference points can serve generated in a Post-Soviet society. Lives declared in former system and the collectivist rights supported by it and freedom, in a modern Russian society practically are not realized by the population as priority, have ceased to occupy the leading part in ability to live of the person. The personal rights and freedom of citizens began to dominate over social, political, economic, spiritual and others. Absolutization of the first and ignoring of the last reflects a long condition of an anomy of the Russian society.

The opinions of interrogated youth, as well as a whole the population, concerning an observance of the rights of citizens in Khabarovsk territory, were divided approximately on two groups. Thus shares of those answers who considers that the rights of citizens are observed completely (5,5%) and the rights of citizens are not observed (5,9%) are insignificant. A share of those who considers that «the rights of citizens are more likely observed, than are not present» (46,4%) exceed a share interrogated, inclined to the negative answer (33,2%). Every tenth young people were at a loss with the answer.

According to interrogation every third interrogated young people considers as principal causes of infringement of human rights in Khabarovsk territory: «weak level of knowledge the population of laws, the rights» (40,2%), «corruption in power structures» (35,2%), «corruption in law enforcement bodies» (28,3%), «imperfection of the legislation» (27,8%), «officialdom» (12,8%).
It is possible to ascertain that in consciousness of the majority of youth of Khabarovsk territory installations on protection of the rights and freedom that is the integral element of democratization of a society take roots. Approximately half of interrogated allocates legal institutes as the basic tools of the resolution of disputes and protection of the rights: judicial bodies (46,1%), law enforcement bodies (34,7%), and also mass-media (19,0%). It is necessary to notice that such condition of sense of justice in much to degree is inherent in young generation, rather than to the senior.
In the youth value judgment the fourth position in a rating of the structures, capable to protect the right of citizens, is occupied with institute of the representative under human rights in Khabarovsk territory (14,0%).
Trade unions, public receptions, deputies, no less than criminal community, practically are not significant for the overwhelming majority of the interrogated youth. Nevertheless, along with youth orientation (unlike the senior generations) on legal installations concerning protection of the rights and freedom, it is necessary to note and about to a dominant of criminalization of youth. As «to criminal community» for the decision of "problems" (protection of the rights) 6,3% of youth (among the senior generations of those of 3%) are ready to address. Thus such institutes of protection of the rights as deputies, public receptions, trade unions to a lesser degree (rather than criminal community) by youth estimations are capable to defend the youth rights that testifies or to their insufficient information work with the population, or about formality of their existence.
All it testifies to necessity of increase of a legal status and efficiency of activity of noted legal institutes (the deputy case, public receptions, trade unions), and first of all, by means of realization of the information mechanism (youth informing, an explanation, experience duplicating, an openness, etc.).
The insignificant part of youth for protection of the rights considers necessary to address in enforcement authorities (13,1%) and a power legislature (9,0%). In a scale of potential defenders of human rights heads of the enterprises and the organizations (8,6%) have a low rating.
In too time almost every tenth interrogated young people (8,1%), without trusting in real possibilities of protection of the rights and effectiveness of legal institutes, has noticed that to it is no place to address.
The basic subjective reasons on which many young people at infringement of their legitimate rights are not ready to address in court for protection, are covered, first of all, in «ignorance by youth of laws» (50,5%), «disbelief in justice of courts» (47,5%), in «absence of means for court costs and a legal aid» (35,6%).
The right of youth to work. The right to work – is value proclaimed, approved and supported by the state. Work from a duty has turned to the right which in a scale of fundamental laws and freedom of youth of Khabarovsk territory, occupies only 13 place from 18 (for comparison for the senior generation the work occupies the 7th position). It is obvious that in modern conditions people realize that незанятость the citizen cannot form the basis for its attraction to a public censure, administrative or any other responsibility (in modern conditions the status of the unemployed is legalized). The range of admissible forms of employment has considerably extended also: in the Constitution of Russia the right of the citizen to a private property and enterprise activity is fixed. However it accepts as the most important for itself only one of ten interrogated young people.
Last years among the interrogated the number of workers who personally faced infringements of the labor rights has increased. They are shown in the situations connected with a payment, a work mode, holiday reception, safety precautions and other circumstances. As a whole these subjective opinions of people prove to be true also the data of bodies of the official statistics, fixing numerous infringements of the labor rights of workers. It is necessary to notice that against lowering dynamics of the all-Russian indicators, a situation with infringement of the labor rights in the majority from offered in the questionnaire situations (the payment, a work mode, safety precautions, etc.) has not changed to the best (tab. 1).
The third part of youth does not try to defend at all the broken labor rights (33,3%). Still the third part tries «to agree with the heads» on settlement of labor disputes. Only the few address in courts (8,3%), in enforcement authorities (8,3%), in trade unions (2,8%).

Thus, the «civilized» ways, such as, the reference to the court and in the trade-union organizations are not considered by the youth as effective measures in the struggle for rights. These workers do not resort to the help of trade unions – not accident, and quite natural result of activity of domestic trade unions last years. Every second interrogated considers that presence of trade union does not render influence on position of workers.

The working youth as a whole marks about observance at the enterprise (the organization, establishment) requirements of the legislation on a labor safety (70,9% interrogated). During too time practically every fifth has noted about infringements of these rights.
Principal causes of infringement of the labor rights of working youth of Khabarovsk territory are connected with imperfection and backwardness of a legal mechanism in labor mutual relations. Those are «a heads arbitrariness» (50,0%), «discrepancy of the labor legislation to conditions of a real life» (32,4%), «ignorance by workers of the labor legislation» (20,6%). Increase of level of legal literacy of youth by means of use of various channels of information (mass-media, meetings, sociological interrogations, explanations etc.) should become the decision of the given problem.
About low efficiency of legal institutes, youth disbelief in justice of judicial protection, following results of interrogation testify: only to one of ten interrogated addressed in what or legal instances to the full it was possible to become successful, and the rights of every fourth addressed young man and have not been restored (tab. 2).

The right of youth to health protection. The right to health protection (and medical aid) as one of the basic constitutional social human rights, has the maintenance possibility of reception of accessible (free) and qualitative medical aid in state and public health services municipal authorities. To this right also there corresponds a state duty to accept across-the-board measures on protection and strengthening of health of the population, on development of system of public health services of all kinds and medical insurance, to promote physical training and sports development, to promote maintenance of ecological and sanitary-and-epidemiologic well-being of the population. Approximately in such kind this right is fixed in the Constitution of the Russian Federation (item 41).
The analysis of hierarchy of values of youth shows that the overwhelming majority gives the priority of value of "health". At the same time, the results of research allow to draw a conclusion on a health crisis state in the youth environment, distribution of such problems, as narcotics, an alcoholism and a tobacco smoking. Comparing these indicators to results of the all-Russian researches, it is necessary to note about identity of their negative character. That once again confirms the huge role of general system factors of socialization of the young generation, expressed first of all in the necessity of perfection of the state policy of the Russian Federation. Politicians concerning youth, and, first of all, directed on improvement of indicators of its health.
As basis of rendering of medical services the system which has developed for many years of public health services serves in Khabarovsk territory. At all criticality of available estimations of its current state, in youth answers opinions on its development (40,8%) dominate. The third part of the interrogated considers that public health services development remains at former level and only the tenth part is development denies.
In estimations of availability of qualitative health services of opinion of youth were divided in equal shares: interrogated it is accessible to half, another – is not present.
It is known that the point of high social intensity in the modern system of public health services for considerable part of the population is the condition of medicinal maintenance. An unjustified rise in prices for medicines, their inaccessibility to certain categories of citizens, problems of quality and many other aspects of medicinal maintenance it is inconsistent are reflected in public opinion. According to interrogation, more than half of youth it is to some extent satisfied by medicinal maintenance in territory of Khabarovsk territory (63,1%), though among satisfied – «completely satisfied» only one of ten. Every fourth young man is not satisfied by medicinal maintenance.
Thus, results of the spent sociological interrogation of youth of Khabarovsk territory testify to low level of its legal literacy that testifies to necessity of increase of legal culture, carrying out of legal education of youth concerning the rights and freedom of the person, forms and methods of their protection.
In modern conditions especially important there is a rupture overcoming between institutes of the state and the population that can be reached through expansion of concrete practical work (all social and political institutes), with the subsequent illumination of this activity in mass-media, through creation of independent operating system of sociological monitoring of a condition of the population. Only effective work on strict observance of the rights and freedom of citizens will promote increase of authority of institutes of the state among youth, to growth of legal literacy, formation of a civil society.

Selection of respondents – casual at a stage of selection and purposeful (quota) on residing territory, representative on a floor and age, residing territory, educational, professional characteristics (n=683 the inhabitant of Khabarovsk territory, n=222 – youth at the age from 18 till 29 years). Interrogation has been spent in Khabarovsk and Komsomolsk-on-Amur, and also in Khabarovsk, Komsomolsk, Vjazemskiy and Bikinskiy municipal areas under a scientific management of professors N.M. Baiykov and senior lecturer Ju.V. Berezutskiy.
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
