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The age peculiarities of the self-organization of comprehensive school pupils in social measuring
In that article the problems of youth self-organization are conditioned by their age aspects are analyzed. The various forms of the self-organization of teenagers and youth are examined. 
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The necessities of the definite analysis of all the problems connected with the problems of youth self-organization are conditioned by many causes. On the hand a youth self-organization reflected the total process of the self-organization of population is an integral part of any civil society. Its importance declares by the state officials. On the other hand one should not examine a modern socials structure as a standard and stable phenomenon. 
In the first instance the crisis of a society has a negative impact on the youth, especially on pupils [3]. The dissemination of negative facts among the young people says of it. There are a childhood alcoholism, a childhood and teen age drug addiction, suicide attempts among the youth, a delinquency and worsening of physical and mental health amidst the young generation environment.

The problems of the significance of the processes of pupil’s self-organization in the terms of crisis is to resist the social entropy and to reach the condition of stability through their efforts, «when an active and energetic person trying to be balanced opposes his social integrity to total social entropy for the purpose of giving birth to a new group order of a higher level, which meets the vital concerns and needs for citizens» [4].
The pupil’s self-organization reveals it self during the process of its creative self-implementations by means of self-concentrations into different groups and societies in order to realize some forms of common and shared activity or other ones.
At the same time the self-organization of pupils and students as an integral part of society being stood out from it on the basis of age peculiarities has some special features developing during all the periods of forming a human society and its activity.
Those features reveal themselves when young people being constantly situated in the condition of a transition towards the status allowed to be an individual of social and creative activity instead of having their main status of a subject influenced by a society try to take all the advantages of being a such individual. That is the point of «growing up» in a social aspect. Young people master social values and standards with their further reproducing [2]. 
The social research results obtained by us reveal the age peculiarities of pupil’s self-organization [1].
According to the generally accepted now a days classifications of D. B. Elconin the teen age has its limits 10-11 and 14-15 years old [5]. It’s clear that the mental characteristics of children and teenagers of both periods are different. Besides, psychologists mark a special transitional period within the certain age. It is a so-called senior teen age. In other words a transition from teen age to youth (14-16 years old). It’s a period of 8-9 grades, if one means a comprehensive school.
In according to given classification we mark 3 age groups: 7 grade pupil’s (junior teenagers of 12 – 13), 9 grade pupil’s (senior teenagers of 14 – 15) and 11 grade pupil’s (senior teenagers of 16 – 18).
The data obtained (pic. 1) says that during the period of 7-11 grades there is a certain reduction of children’s participation in the childhood social organizations especially connected with sport, leisure and creative activity (art, dancing and musical groups). The respondents who gives an answer of not participating in youth associations are 29,4% and in 9 grade – 43,1% . There is no difference between 9 and 11 grades.

An increased social pupil’s activity in 7 grade that we observe compared with the pupil’s activity of senior grades is connected with the peculiarities of given ages. It is the time when a teenagers leaders to be adults, strives for mastering different aspects of life and tests actively new social roles. The essential age feature of teenagers is striving to be respected by their friends. One of the ways of a self-organization is to attend different childhood and teen age associations, basically leisure and entertaining ones which contain a spirit of competition and have a team focus as well.

By 11 grade pupils start having a predominant intimate communication with their friends of both gender which replaces team and leisure entertaining sphere of life making it less important. At the same time the level of participation increases twice as much (from 7% in 7 grade to 14,6% in 11 grade). It connects with a gradual replacement a teen age egocentric view by sociocentric one along with changing the points of view of senior pupils. If the teenagers of 7 grade are involved in social problems (15%) then 11 grade pupils are less concerned (22,2%).
The number of pupils belonged to sport and health-improving associations increases from 7 to 9 grade (according to 26,6% – 32,3%). At the same time the level of participation on such associations reduces almost twice as much (16,7%). The same thing takes place in regard to military and patriotic teen age associations. It is explained by a completion of the process of puberty. It involves a fixed attention to their appearance, a necessity of a self-organization in the eye of the other gender, a need to improve a physical beauty by increasing physical abilities and a potential and to perform a sexual energy which makes tension in psychological and emotional spheres of life. Not be chance the 9 grade pupils oftener (14,7%) respond that they get rid of such tension by using practice of consumption of alcohol (7 grade – 4,7%, 11 grade – 11,6%).
The choice of such form of a self-implementation as taking part in sport events and health-improving associations is conditioned by many other reasons as well. Among them are mainly a popularization of a sport and physical training culture, an accessibility of sport clubs and different mass-culture trends. 
The more senior young people are the less importance they pay attention to their appearance. Young people get used to their peculiarities, try to live their own life and the level of pretensions according to their own needs is going to be stable. 
So be 11 grade there is a reduction of participation in sport, military and patriotic associations among the boys and as in musical and dancing groups so in art and creative ones among the girls 

Another factor of reducing of active participation of senior pupils in social association is the lack of spare time for being engaged as in leisure and entertaining. So in sport and social activity in connection with a presence of the professional self-identification problem, a complication of curriculum and preparing to further exams. 
Senior pupil’s leisure is going to be more involved. They spend more time with a computer, serving through Internet, studying and reading books. Internet is oftener used by 11 grade pupils for an academic study (53,5%) than by 9 and 7 pupils (44,5% and 37,4%). An active participation in school and social life is gradually replaced by such leisure. 
An informal youth self-organization looks somewhat different taking into account an age aspect.

The youngsters considering themselves computer games players are mostly of 7 grade (15,9%). By 9 grade that indicator reduced more than twice as much ad has 7,1%. Among the 11 grade pupils the number of respondents is growing (11,7%). Those particular features are connected with reducing of the number of senior pupils involved in playing computer games (15,7%) compared with 7 grade pupils (33,2%) along with the increase of an interest to Internet and its advantages. 
Actually the level of participation in informal associations doesn’t change taking into account an age aspect (among them are: musical fans, the followers of different musical trends, emoes, goths, hippies, indianists, punks, rastamans, etc.). The given fact shows a stability of such associations compared with the other ones in spite of their scarce number. It connects with an increase of interest of senior pupils to musical subculture (46%) along with its active promotion by mass media.
In addition there is a reduction of the number of the pupils identifying themselves with sport informal groups (sport fans, district teams, rollers, skaters, street-racers, bikers, hard-core, etc.). It in 7 grade there were 30,8% of them, then in 9 and 11 grades – 21,8% and 16,7%. Such trend is also connected with age peculiarities of pupils given below.
As for unsocial crime groups the participation of 9 grade pupils prevails over 7 grade pupils (9% and 2,3%). By 11 grade the number of the pupils involved in such groups of crime less twice as many (4,5%). These 7 and 9 grades pupils who are actively involved in such crime groups are often put on their pressure because of their moral instability and having not morals at all. It is also conditioned by their desire to test different aspects of life including destructive ones. The reduction of such interest of 11 grade pupils is explained by their interest to culture, moral and spiritual values (21,2%). Such values have almost established compared with junior and senior pupils of 14 – 16 (12,6% and 11,8%). It excludes the unsocial way of life and a «jail romance». 
On the whole the number of respondents not participating in informal youth groups and associations steadily reduced taking into account an age aspect. If the 7 grade pupils choose such way of life in 39,3%, then 9 and 11 grades pupils – 46,9% and 55,6%. 
Therefore the informal way of self-organization gradually makes its way to socially formed activity compared with the level of pupil’s participating in childhood social associations and informal groups.
Given data are confirmed by another indicators of self-organization which characterize the pupil’s opinion of the level of their participation in school events, creative activity and joining the childhood and youth groups and association (pic. 2).

The 7 grade pupils (48,2%) give an affirmative answer to the question «Would you like to create your own youth association?» (in total: “yes” – 30%, “rather yes” – 17,8%). The number of 9 and 11 grade pupils who wants to participate in those associations is, accordingly, 40,7% and 32,3%. 
The 7 grade pupils are ready to take part in school life (48,8%), moreover, the given level of activity is preserved till 9 grade (48,4%). By 11 grade there is a small reduction in school life participation (42,4%).
The number of those who interested in joining different youth groups and associations sharply reduces from 7 to 9 grades (from 50,9% to 37,5%). By 11 grade pupils also have less desire to take part in youth groups and associations, but it is not expressed clearly (32,3%).

Apart from it one should mention the pupils who want to join youth groups and associations, but have not idea how to do it. In 7 grade their number has 10,7%, in 9 grade it reduced to 7,6%, in 11 grade – to 4%. Therefore, pupils have a high level of being informed, but they have no desire to take part in youth associations. That means there is an aspect of efficiency of informing of childhood and youth social associations activity and of its way of operating besides the problem of the lack of information. 
The pupil’s opinion of their self-organization confirms a determined tendency to have the reduction of pupil’s social activity in the transitional period (from teen age to youth). A distinctive unwillingness of not participating in youth social associations becomes more increased, even among those who has already been involved in such activity. That means the childhood associations stop to meet changing needs of pupils with time. The youth social association executes their piece of work as an institute of socialization with insufficient efficiency and has a weak influence on the growth of the social activity of pupils and the same time on their further participation in social life. 
Therefore the determined tendency weakening pupil’s self-organization into childhood associations and informal groups in transitional period from teen age to youth age is conditioned by some causes:
· during the process of growing-up pupils have reduced need in a team, leisure and entertaining activity , but there is a need in mastering different social roles of adults; 

· in senior grades the intimate sphere of relations actualizes which leads to more to individual one among friends or lovers instead of social relations limited by some associations or other;
· the participation in childhood and youth social associations are replaced by the issues of a professional self-identification in a sphere of personal interests;

· the lack of spare time connected with the complication of a curriculum, the necessity of preparing to entering a university or other educational institutions or technical schools or colleges, with emerging of new problems which have the peculiar features of teen age;

· insufficient informing of childhood’s associations activity and its ineffectiveness reduced pupil’s advantages to master different social roles of adults offered them.

Taking into account the youth peculiarities and their way of life which characterize either children or teenagers the childhood and youth social association’s activity effort are developed. It will help to intensify an efficiency of their activity towards solving the topical questions of a society and to involve large majority of pupils in such associations.
We consider that it makes sense to implement following offers for the purpose of developing of childhood and youth social associations as the main type of such self-organization to get the results of social effectiveness:
1. To combine leisure and entertaining types of activity with socially effective ones within youth social associations to obtain the impact of synergy in the socialization of teenagers.
2. To include educational discussions and psychological training on the issue of interrelationship activity programs of childhood and youth social associations and involve senior pupils in studying the methods of self-cognition and in developing their creative abilities. 

3. To include in that programs professionally orientating courses in purpose of involving senior pupils in childhood and youth social associations presented in the activity program of childhood and youth social associations. 
4. To develop the attractive brand of the childhood and youth social associations of Khabarovsk territory for all the age groups, to use effective methods to promote that brand among the pupils in order to popularize it and involve pupils in the activity of childhood and youth social associations. 
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
