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Normativity and anti-normativity of the consciousness as the polarity 
and the unity
The article is written for the socio-philosophical analysis of the normativity as an inherent property of the human consciousness, but as an opposed category – ant-inormativity with the aim to reveal the evidence that the normativity is the property of human consciousness. A norm, having the social consequences negative or positive, appears in the human consciousness not under the influence of social norms but due to the normativity as an inherent property belongs to the human consciousness. The basic statements of the article are presented in the table 1.

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Normativity is an inherent property of human consciousness. Human beings outside of the consciousness cannot adjust their actions. Consciousness controls and manages an individual behavior, that it normalizes the actions concerning individuals and in relation to the others. Normativity of consciousness as a subjective property leads to an individual freedom and to an individual life of full value. This property of consciousness is subjectively shown in the ability of an individual to adjust and to co-ordinate his actions with the actions of others, to create an adequate the form of mutual relationships acceptable in the social conditions likely to be encountered. 

Consciousness, having once arisen, already acquires the property of normativity. Reflexes, peculiar to the humans, namely the reflex of freedom and the strong-will reflex have created the physiological basis for the appearance of the property of human consciousness, named as normativity. Initially the will (volition) is present in human consciousness as a reflex obstacle to excessive generalization of emotional tension. It is an activity caused by the need to overcome the barriers that is as an internal susceptibility to external objects. It is expressed in an individual’s skill in adjusting his conduct according to the objective necessity. In this sense the will is an external regulator to an internal susceptibility to external objects. In personal development it is transformed into the internal self-regulation, which is shown as an independence, self-affirmation, internal re-creation through the self-restraint, self-control, and limitation of the self-will.  

It is necessary to mention the essential interrelationship of will, freedom and responsibility. They are categories of similar sense that the will directs the individual to freedom, and freedom leads to the responsibility. The higher the responsibility, the stronger the will, the more free is the individual.  In the same way, freedom as a spiritual power is a strong stimulus to the development of will and responsibility. For that matter will, (volition) and responsibility, caused by feelings of conscience and debt are called normative qualities. They bring consciousness to the state of normativity that is the ability to perceive and to establish the norms. The basic components of normativity of the consciousness are "will" and "responsibility". However in social space and time these phenomena can be rather remote from each other. Social experience is necessary for maturing responsibility. Social experience is acquired by inter-personal communication, during the training in and mastering of a social heritage. Thus, is formed the social - spatial orientation of an individual in time; that is the individual finds himself in the world in a defined, temporary, historical situation. 

The normativity consciousness is the totality of inter-determined (interdependent) normative qualities (will, freedom, responsibility) in the realization that they represent an organic process directed to ensuring the integrity and the order of individual life and activity in the social organization. Thus, normativity of consciousness is determined by three factors: natural (mental processes, in particular the strong-will reflex), personality (freedom, responsibility) and the social factor. 

The characteristics of the development of normativity of consciousness:

1.
Social orientation; this property arises in the society and develops only in the society;

2.
Interpersonal communication is necessary to acquire social experience as a basis for the further development of the normativity of consciousness;

3.
The close connection with the mental development of the individual; this property at different age stages is shown unequally; it is connected with discrepancies in time of the mental development of functions;

4.
The development of normativity of consciousness requires a process of continuity and prepares a qualitatively new stage of development directed towards the mastering more complex social phenomena. If the sequence is lost, it complicates the mastery of social information and the proper development of normativity of consciousness; 

5.
The close connection with personality development is expressed in the ability to interiorize the social norms and exteriorize them as the personally significant norms; 

6.
Normativity of consciousness develops in the daily reality on the basis of ethical estimations of personal actions qualified in the following terms: kind and malicious, good and bad, valiant and shameful, sacred and sinful, permitted and forbidden, altruistic and egoistic and so on.

Concerning the anti-normativity as a display of normativity of consciousness by other quality, its opposite sign, we consider it within the same criteria: personal (subjective level) and social (objective level). At the very beginning we try to explain the correlation of anti-normativity and normativity according to the public consciousness and public estimation. So, normativity of consciousness, appearing in the acts and human behavior is not determined as the anti-normativity according to the subject, on the subjective level, because normativity of consciousness corresponds to the level of human consciousness.

Thus, if  the point of measure is the normativity of consciousness as a basis of its normal development in the sense of that a person realizes and forms himself  norms on the basis of ethical estimations of personal actions qualified in the following terms: kind and malicious, good and bad, valiant and shameful, sacred and sinful, permitted and forbidden, altruistic and egoistic and so on, that the deviation  from the normativity as a normal development of consciousness will be positive or negative normativity. Saying with other words, normativity can be as a positive property of consciousness and a negative one. Anyway negative and positive deviations from normativity give rise the actions socially estimated: social useful or social harmful (dangerous). 

Positive deviation from the normativity of consciousness we determine as a super-normativity, giving rise the heroic behavior, when a person acts in normatively, out of norms generally accepted and it has become another norms of courage, bravery, noble, responsibility, showing love, force of spirit and evolution. That is a norm which appeared by the consciousness under the certain life situation. Our life gives many examples, when a person sacrifices himself and risks by his life, helping or saving other people. This behavior becomes a norm for him. Such kind of normativity of human consciousness is the super normativity, it is in-normativity from the society, but from the person it is the normativity, developing by his high level of consciousness. There isn’t a norm in the society which demands from the person to behave bravely, nobly, sacrificing and so on. A person puts his norm of behavior, corresponding to his level of consciousness due to that the human consciousness has an inherent property of normativity. To prove the statements mentioned above, it is reasonable to appeal to the famous philosophers’ opinions of different epochs about the heroism and the heroic behavior.  For example, Friedrich Nietzsche, saying about the hero, means the strong-willed personality – super person, remaining his virginal nature, which is the base of heroism. Such person is free from the social norms and prohibitions and he is able to create the rules and the system of values. The super person, having the superman strength and abilities, is the best in the society; therefore his main task is to create the new. [4] “Heroism – a special form of human behavior, which is the moral heroic deed. A hero (individual person, group of people or nation) takes to solve the scale tasks of exceptional importance and difficulty.  He takes greater responsibility and duty than other people in usual life condition under the social norms generally accepted, overcoming the certain obstacles” [5].

Giordano Bruno said that the enthusiasm (heroism) – “is not oblivion, but remember; it is love and dreams of excellence and goodness, with help of it we transform themselves and have an opportunity to become more perfect … it is the fire in the soul  burnt by the sun of mind, and God impulse, spreading fire’s wings. Therefore being closer to the sun of mind, giving up the rust of the human troubles, he is becoming a measure of purity of gold, getting the feeling of God and inner harmony, understanding God statements and advices”. Heroic enthusiast overcomes himself as a material-natural human being and claims his pure spirit. His truth reveals “in the soul from the ability and the push of wings, that is from the intellect and the intellectual will to the God as the highest goodness and the first truth” [6].

The joining (confluence) of the God and human intellect births the heroic enthusiasm and signifies the triumph of kindness, beauty, love and intellect. “It is enough that everybody will strive; it is enough that everybody will do it according to his opportunities because the heroic spirit is satisfies more with worthy of fall or honest failure then with the success of actions of humble and  ennoble origin. No doubt, the noble and heroic death is better than ennoble and low-down triumph”[7]. Hegel wrote in the ‘’Philosophy of history'' (1837) about the aims of historic personalities. They contain the universal one “of other kind than the universal one which is the base of people and state’s existence. This universal one is the moment of creative idea, the moment, opening the truth development”. These persons, according to Hegel, are should be called heroes “because they drew up their aims and callings not from calm, regulating order, but from the hidden source, the inner personal spirit” [8]. 

The hero, according to Mikhalkovskiy, «is the first, “who beaks ice”», makes a crucial step which is waited for by the people. The time makes new demands on the society, trying human’s strength and viable. “Because any society needs the behavior models of courage, bravery, force of spirit and mind, exceeding the usual social measure”[9].

Thus, heroic behavior is a bright example of the activity of normativity of consciousness, which can be considered in the everyday life. According to the statements mentioned above it is important to declare that heroic behavior breaks the usual social norm and a man follows not existed norm in the society, he follows the norm appeared in his consciousness due to developed normative qualities: freedom, volition, responsibility, feelings of debt and conscience.  

This confirms the conclusions made in the thesis ‘’Normativity of consciousness as a condition and resource for the development of civilization’’ that the potential of development of normativity of consciousness as the ability to perceive and to establish standards (norms) lies in the mental and spiritual abilities of the individual. Spiritual abilities are the abilities to understand, to estimate and to form a representation of other people. Spirituality raises the mental insight of the individual, revealing those properties of objects, which allow us to solve a problem, to understand a truth. Spiritual abilities are also abilities of action defining qualitative specific conduct. Normativity of consciousness has a spiritual beginning; it is defined by feelings and gradually ripens in the human soul. The soul is trained by sensual experience and is always turned to other persons. It is in spiritual dialogue that normativity of consciousness is directed to altruism, keeping in check the human “ego” with the concept of the common good. It is born in the soul and is formed by reason. “The basic resources for the development of normativity of consciousness as a subjective property are reason and the soul. The normative property encompasses the functional interaction of reason, will and soul. Reason mobilizes feelings, resulting in a state of will. Reason develops the human will and involves reserves of the human soul which control the moral limits of purity of the human reason. In the normativity of consciousness there is a demand on intelligence (reason) and on feelings (soul), achieving internal and external harmony, due to the human ability for spiritual life. Any stage of achieved spirituality can be reflected in the interrelations of individuals and can lead to a transfiguration of the system social relations and of society as a whole. The process of reorganization of personal and social institutes is virtually a mutual process. But the personal factor must and should become the leading factor”[10]. This is the actual problem of normativity of consciousness, especially the opposite side of normativity “super-normativity” and “anti-normativity”. In this connection super-normativity is progressive and creative factor of human consciousness development and the society as a whole. Besides, the category “super normativity of consciousness” is declared at the first time here and demands the deep and multisided analysis, not only within the topic of heroism. This article is to show another sides of normativity of consciousness’s activity and to the direction of further research of super normativity. Concerning   another declared category “”anti-normativity” we should present the following explanations. In the criminal world there is its own normativity (or anti-normativity), there is its “code of conscience and honor” which demand on a person to show the courage, bravery, noble, responsibility, showing love, force of spirit and volition and so on. But this kind of normativity is far from the forward development of the society, its progressive scenario. Bordering these concepts “super-normativity” and “anti-normativity”, the criteria is the common good that the human normativity brings to the society, creative or destructive, being as a danger for society’s existence or being as a guiding line of the forward society’s development. The activity of anti-normativity of consciousness is revealed itself in the deviation behavior. The concept “deviation behavior” is well researched, so we only should to make more precise and to remind the definition that the deviation behavior is  the behavior not corresponding to the official and generally accepted social norms. With it all deviation behavior is an offence of not any norms, but the most important for the society at the definite time of social norms’ activity. [11]

Our perspective research interest is to systemize philosophically the social knowledge and to submit the scientific conception of normativity as a property of human consciousness including the opposite sides of normativity. This article aims to introduce new concepts: “super normativity” and “anti-normativity” and give an explanation on the subjective (personality) level and the objective (social) level. So, on the subjective level the deviation of normativity of consciousness to the positive leads to the process of human consciousness’s perfection while the deviation of normativity of consciousness to the negative leads to the human consciousness’s degradation.   As a result of the human consciousness degradation and not realizing the role in the society by person the social dangerous process has taken place. It is the denial of generally accepted values and the birth of social destructive norms, person or social group, united by the certain level of anti-normativity, follow them. We should notice here that the anti-normativity of initial (elementary) level may be dangerous for the individual person not for the society. The departing from the value orientations of the society might be temporary. Social estimation such as a punishment or a censure of antisocial actions born by anti-normativity of consciousness might turn back a person to the social useful behavior and prevent form the social destructive actions bringing the evil to the whole society.  On the objective level the result of anti-normativity consciousness’s activity is the destruction of social foundations, on the subjective level it is the degradation of person’s consciousness while on the objective level the result of super normativity consciousness‘s activity is the creation of new values and aim- norms in the social development, on the subjective level it is the perfection of personal development. The consequence of it is the social encouragement. 

The development of normative system always accompanies with the estimation of the norms which an individual or the group produce.  It is supposed that inner influence on the account of the deviation from normativity will cause the activity of normative property of human consciousness, the change of its level. 

So, due to the means of punishment and encouragement the society makes the balance of the polarity processes of normativity of the human consciousness (its destruction or its creation), encouraging the way to the perfection and preventing degradation of social and personal consciousness. The development of individual consciousness on the base of social experience and heritage, social values, developed by the civilization, arise the level of normativity of human and the society.
