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Overview of scientific approaches to the definition of «natural resources», «natural potential of the region», «natural - resource potential of the region»
This article reveals the concept of natural resources, the natural potential of the region's natural resources. The lists of the most important directions in solving the problems of conservation of the non-renewable and reproduction of renewable natural resources are given. Existing control methods for the preservation and reproduction of natural-resource potential of the region are discussed. Also the three main areas for conservation and restoration of natural resources of the region are identified. The main stages of development of the regional program for the protection and development of natural-resource potential of the region are presented.

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Each region has a certain natural-resource potential, which affects the economic structure of the region, territorial organization of social production and, ultimately, the level of development and standard of living of the population. 
The primary components of natural-resource potential of the region are the natural resources available in the region. To ensure that these resources would benefit the region for many years, it is necessary to efficiently manage natural resources, using the tools of economic and administrative regulation. 
Effective environmental management requires an objective economic assessment of natural resources, establishment of payment for environmental management, development of normative legal acts establishing "rules of the game" in the sphere of nature, state (regional) funding and co-financing of environmental protection measures and other
One of the main problems of regional Economics is the study of natural resources, the identification of the economic performance of their territorial combinations and rational, balanced socio-economic use.
Thus, the natural resources of the region are part of a natural object with useful properties (qualities); this is a natural formation created by the nature of the region without the participation of human activities.
From an economic point of view natural resources are "natural" component of national wealth. In a broad sense are the most important macroeconomic indicator of the economic power and potential of the country. Natural resources are an important part of the national wealth and the source of wealth creation and services.
The natural potential of the region is part of the totality of natural resources, which at this level economic and technological development of society and the place of research can be used in economic and other human activities in the present and in the future.
The quantity, quality, combination of natural resources, determine the natural potential of the region. The availability of natural resources, primarily affects the formation of the territorial structure of the economy. Secondly, the natural potential significantly affects the sector specialization of the region. Thirdly, the quantity, quality, and efficiency of use of natural resources affect the quality of socio-economic development. Fourth, the quality parameters of natural resources contribute to enhancing the role of the region at the national commodity market.
Thus, the assessment of the resource potential is one of the most important steps to identify ways of economic development territory. During the transition period of the Russian economy for a long time the government has estimated the resource potential of the territory solely as the cost of natural resources. However, the resource potential is a complex concept that includes not only the development of the economy and its natural base, but also the development of social and public life as a factor of sustainable development of any territory.
Obviously, regions, providing a key resource for the needs of the whole country, have a high level of integration in the national economic space. As integrated and position of the regions, resource provision, which occurs largely at the expense of other regions of Russia. Of particular interest is the identification of the most self-sufficient regions of the country, which provide independent existence of the minimum import and export resources.
Khabarovsk territory belongs to the category of regions with rich natural resource potential. Resource self-sufficiency of the region is about 80 percent. The earth has a rich mineral resource base, well provided with water resources
.ᅟᅟ In this regard, maintaining the sustainability of the resource base for sustainable functioning of the economic system of the Khabarovsk territory has recently become particularly important.

Direct consumers of renewable and non-renewable natural resources are industrial enterprises. The amount of use of natural resources with specific enterprises is determined by such factors as the quality of the source of natural raw materials, the volume and range of products, industry affiliation, degree of substitution of primary natural resources, secondary raw materials, the level of integration of production, the level of technological development and more.
The scale of consumption of natural resources (especially non-renewable) directly determines the dynamics of natural resource potential of the territory. If the rate of consumption of renewable resources equal to the speed of recovery, the change of potential occurs. If the flow rate exceeds the rate of recovery, the size of the natural resource potential will decrease. So if the scale reproduction of natural resources exceeds the amount of their use, the potential will increase. 
Next highlight, the most important direction in the solution of problems of preservation of non-renewable and reproduction of renewable natural resources: 
- you want the maximum slowdown in the rate of exhaustion of reserves of non-renewable natural resources on the basis of their replacement by renewable resources; 
- to expand the scope and increase the pace of development of the process of reproduction of renewable resources; 
- development and implementation of technologies have significantly improved the recovery of exploited deposits of non-renewable resources (today due to the imperfection of technologies in the subsoil remains to 70% oil, 30% coal, 20% of iron ore and so on); 
- to develop and expand the use of technology water recirculation; 
- the maximum possible substitution of fossil fuel, nuclear, solar and wind energy, and others; 
- more active development of process waste.
All this can be combined in environmental management is the activity of the state on organization of rational use and reproduction of natural resources, environmental protection and law enforcement agencies in ecological-economic relations. 
The mechanism of environmental management combines methods, functions, and organizational structure (controls). 
Management methods are ways of influencing the behavior and activities of managed objects to ensure rational nature management and environmental protection. There are the following control methods: 
- administrative (possibility of state coercion); 
- economic (creation of a direct financial interest in the implementation of necessary environmental measures); 
- socio-psychological methods of moral incentives that are implemented through incentive measures and interventions for offenders); 
- available information (to provide open public access to information ecological character). 
Environmental management involves the implementation of several functions: 
- development of normative-legal acts in the field of environmental protection and nature management; 
- resolution of disputes about the right use of natural resources, the application of sanctions for violation of environmental legislation; 
- accounting of natural objects and maintain inventories of natural (registers); 
economic incentives for environmental protection; 
- implementation of environmental monitoring; 
- environmental monitoring, evaluation and audit; 
- ecological-economic forecasting and planning. 
In modern conditions there is an urgent need for the implementation of a regional approach to environmental management, because: 
- increases the importance of the social dimension in the economic the development of the regions. People are the main productive force, which resides in a particular region. For quality to meet its needs for food, shelter, rest, medical treatment and education should be controlled throughout the territory as a whole; 
- increase the value of a comprehensive development area (previously it was a highly specialized process). The need for this predetermines that different regions have different natural abilities and are characterized by different environmental, national, social structure and population density; 
- effective solution to the problems of nature management, which is possible only when you are using a territorial approach. Specific measures for protection of the environment require regional approach. 
The solution of regional problems of preservation and renewal of the resource potential, we can distinguish three main areas of development:
1. The sector operational program of environmental measures in view of the region. For example, in 25 districts of the former USSR, there was a working program for the implementation of environmental activities at plants. This program contains measures aimed at the diffusion of impurities captured through the gas filter, creating the service manual gas-cleaning systems to protect the environment and others. But unfortunately, such programs cannot solve the problem of nature protection in the region as a whole, since the cover only individual objects are loosely coupled between industry sectors. 
2. Schemes to protect a specific natural resource or component of the natural environment (for example, the General scheme of erosion control measures). This area is characterized by simplicity, because the activities are considered from the perspective of some natural resource or component of the natural environment. More sophisticated examples of schemes and projects have regional color. The projects of the district plan are developed for individual regions, territories and republics, representing territorial-production complexes, or include the group's administrative districts with a total economic ties and similar problems in the sphere of nature. 
3. Territorial complex schemes of nature protection areas, republics, territories, cities and large industrial facilities. The territorial complex scheme of protection are territorial subdivisions of the Ministry of natural resources of the Russian Federation, which transferred all functions of state management and control in the field of nature protection and use of natural resources. 
The complexity of the problems of nature requires a normative approach to the development of Territorial complex schemes of protection, which must ensure the link between environmental quality norms of the natural environment, which determine the standard of living of the population, and specific conservation measures.
Normative (target) forecasts are generated based on the need to achieve a desired state of the natural environment, with the end goal of socio-economic development during the forecast period. 
To solve the regional problems of environmental protection it is necessary to develop a regional program of environmental protection, which will consist of five main stages. 
1. The analysis of the original state and formation of the goals of the program. At this stage, the environmental problems of the region are analyzed both retrospectively and prospectively for clear orientation program for its further development. 
2. The formation of the complex goals of the program. At this stage, the ultimate goal is divided into many sub-goals associated with the problem. 
3. The development of the program and the selection of the most effective of them. At this stage it is necessary to determine the levels of alternative options selected in accordance with the sequence of problem solving. 
4. Developing the details of the selected option. In this step, you create the program activities described in accordance with the requirements of the management system, describes the delivery of specific tasks to specific performers. 
5. The formation of the organizational structure of the management program.
The ultimate goal of all programs in the solution of regional problems of the nature management is the more rational use of natural resources, preservation and improvement of the natural environment. 
The success of the implementation of the regional program of environmental management depends on the external environment from the point of view of energy resources, personnel and factors of production development in the field of scientific and technical progress, the development level of public demand for environmental quality. 
Thus, natural resource potential is very important for any region feature, as it reflects the location of natural resources and the provision of individual sectors of the regional economy, affects the formation of economic specialization and spatial organization of the territory. 
In the conditions of market economy, it is necessary to find a reasonable balance between the desire of the business to gain maximum benefit from the (often irrational) the wealth of nature and state regulation of such activities on both at the governmental level, including regional. 
Making the management decisions in this area requires that the managers have knowledge of the basic factors of preservation and development of natural-resource potential of the region, availability of appropriate skills and apply them in practice.
