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Secondary socialization as the instrument of the social space structuring
The article is devoted to the secondary socialization as to the instrument of structuring social space. The concept of secondary socialization of P. Berger and T. Lukman described by them in the book "Social Designing of Reality" is taken as a basis. The process of secondary socialization is represented as the mechanism of smooth transition from one social "sub-worlds" to another. Such "smoothness" is provided to that the individual rather easily refuses the realities of secondary socialization that favorably distinguishes it from the same "alternation" which was also described by Berger and Lukman. Secondary socialization will allow turn rather without serious consequences a vector of orientation of the Russian society from the westernized course to the more authentic, based on traditional values. Relevance of such approach for the modern Russia which enters the instability period in connection with an increase in the level of intensity with "West" is given. 

Статья посвящена вторичной социализации как инструменту структурирования социального пространства. За основу взята концепция вторичной социализации П. Бергера и Т. Лукмана, описанная ими в книге «Социальное конструирование реальности». Процесс вторичной социализации представляется как механизм плавного перехода от одних социальных «подмиров» к другим. Такая «плавность» обеспечивается тем, что индивид достаточно легко отказывается от реальностей вторичной социализации, что выгодно отличает ее от той же самой «альтернации», которая также была описана Бергером и Лукманом. Вторичная социализация позволит относительно безболезненно повернуть вектор ориентации российского общества от прозападного курса к более аутентичному, основанному на традиционных ценностях. Обосновывается актуальность такого подхода для современной России, которая входит в период нестабильности в связи с увеличением уровня напряженности с «Западом».
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Socialization is one of the most important technologies of formation of conformal members of the society. Conformism – guarantee of stability of the society, especially it becomes actual when the society gets to an instability strip for economic or some other reasons. 

For modern Russia the problem of conformality of its citizens will amplify as our country "slips" in a zone of the hidden, but more and more major confrontation with the West more and more. It will lead (and already brings) to an increase in the level of entropy in the Russian society. And this process can amplify in the process of possible deterioration of the situation in different spheres of the Russian society.       

As definition of the concept "socialization" we will accept definition according to which socialization is the process by means of which the individual becomes the member of the society, acquiring its norms and values, seizing these or those social roles [1, p. 96]. 

In a modern paradigm socialization is understood more as bidirectional process. On the one hand, the individual is the object of socialization as acquires the social norms and social experience, on the other hand, in the course of socialization the individual himself actively reproduces the system of social connections in the process of injection on social Wednesday. Thus, the modern approach focuses attention on that feature that, being socialized, the individual not only acquires social knowledge, but also proves as the personality, influencing the surrounding social environment.
In this regard, it should be noted that now the researchers don't limit the age framework of socialization of the individual only children's and youthful to the periods of formation of the person. It is considered that socialization happens during the all course of life of the personality. Some researchers hold the opinion that it is possible to allocate four stages of socialization [2]:

– early (from the birth to going to school);

– training (from the moment of going to school to the graduating of internal forms of general and professional education);

– social maturity;

– completion of the life cycle (from the moment of termination of constant work within the official organization).

For us this specification is important as it is necessary to understand that socialization can be applied not only in the childhood or youth. Socialization at adult age is necessary for members of the society during, for example, some powerful ideological shifts happening in the state. Here it is possible to give that stress which inhabitants of the Soviet Union when quite sharply there was a transition from a socialist world order to the capitalist had as an example. Owing to the lack of accurate policy in this question for most of citizens of the former USSR such transition was the extremely painful.        

How actually is the stated above for modern Russia? In our opinion, is rather actually. From the moment of disintegration of the Soviet Union in the Russian ideological orientation the orientation trend to the west and on the western values dominated. Over time it became clear that Russia "doesn't fit" into the western system, intensity increased, and the situation with the Crimea became a peculiar point of a non-return in reduction of the processes of rapprochement of the West and Russia. At the moment there is a question of reorganization of the Russian society from the westernized orientation in the direction of the internal authentic values and ideals.
In this regard, the idea of secondary socialization which was presented in the book "Social Designing of Reality" of P. Berger and T. Lukman [3] is very interesting. Secondary socialization, in their opinion, it "… each subsequent process allowing already socialized individual to enter new sectors of the objective world of its society" [3, page 213]. Secondary socialization, however, as well as primary, happens by the means of internalization process. 

Internalization – perception and assimilation by the individual of elements of the surrounding reality. In the process of internalization by the person the identity of expectation corresponding to this reality concerning the others is formed that sends his behavior to a certain role course. Internalization is provided due to the socialization of individual that is in the course of formation and development of the personality, of the social norms, cultural values and examples of behavior allowing it live and work in this society consisting in the development by it [4, p. 55]. 

"… Secondary socialization represents internalization of the institutional or institutionally reasonable "sub-worlds" … "Sub-worlds ", internalized in the course of secondary socialization, generally represent partial realities, unlike the "basic world" acquired in the course of primary socialization. However, they represent more or less complete realities, which are characterized by the standard, emotional and cognitive components" [3, p. 225 – 226].

Though Berger and Lukman had the idea of essence of the secondary socialization and identified it, first of all, with "… acquisition of the specific and a role knowledge when the roles are directly or indirectly connected with the separating of labor" [3, p. 225], they, at the same time, specified that "… though for such narrow determination and there are some justifications, it isn't exhaustive" at all [3, p. 225].
Thus, having taken Berger and Lukman's ideas of rather secondary socialization as a basis, we will consider this phenomenon in the section of a problem of the structuring social space. As it was already told above, secondary socialization is the each subsequent process which allows the individual open some new horizons in the social life. Therefore, huge plus of secondary socialization is that it – the soft mechanism of change of the orientations and settings of individuals. 

Using the mechanism of secondary socialization, the state can change the vector of interests and preferences of the society. Focusing attention on the other examples of behavior, ideals, sign figures, it is possible to reconstruct the social atmosphere. Berger and Lukman wrote that "… it is possible to cause strong shock if to destroy the massive reality internalized in the early childhood; it is much easier to destroy the realities internalized later. Besides it is rather easy to refuse the realities of secondary internalizations" [3, p. 232].

Smoothness of transition from one "sub-worlds" to another, from one reality to another allows avoid the stressful scenario at which the considerable part of the population simply doesn't manage to adapt to the changed conditions of social reality. As it was already told, the similar situation came in the Russian history upon the transition from the socialist system to the capitalist. Similar sharp transition from one reality to the other Berger and Lukman called "alternation". "… Alternation demands the re-socialization process. Such processes remind primary socialization as they have to place considerably in a new way the accents of reality …" [3, p. 254]. In the modern conditions such approach is counterproductive. As "Reorganization" showed, it is difficult quickly to change most of the people vectors of the spiritual, social and personal development. Fast transition conducts to destruction of one reality, but it isn't obligatory to the fast formation of new reality. As a result, individuals are as a hover: already torn off from one reality, but not yet created the new.
Therefore it is possible to say that the process of secondary socialization is most successful in the modern conditions. Due to the soft, gradual change of realities in the consciousness of the society members it is possible to turn a vector of orientation of the Russian society from the westernized course to the more authentic, based on the primordial Russian values. It will allow make the Russian society more resistant in relation to those threats of external and internal character which, most likely, will appear in view of the further complication of the relations between Russia and the West.
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
