Debating club "How to live and manage in the Far East of Russia?"
in December 12, 2014 held the next meeting with the agenda: Social quality of the population of the Far East on the basis of the Far-Eastern institute of management – branch of RANEPA by the President of the Russian Federation.

N.M. Baykov – Doctor of Sociology, professor, chairman of the Khabarovsk regional office of the Russian society of sociologists, opening the work of the club noted that the agenda of the meeting is so actual, so and is difficult. On the one hand, we are the witnesses of that against the not stopping tendency of the outflow of the population from the Far East there are changes of social structure of the population due to the "washing away", first of all, of people of the able-bodied age, as a rule, prepared professionally. On the other hand, the tendency of replacement of domestic labor with foreign, frankly speaking, not the best quality was outlined. For example, according to the bodies of official statistics, in the Khabarovsk territory migratory decline in population was noted in 2012 - 2013 in all municipalities, except Khabarovsk. Thus, we will notice that in the certain territories of the region during this period noticeable increase in a share of the leaving population. Even more guards that, according to the sociological polls, more than 40% of student's youth don't connect their future life and work after the graduation of the higher education institution with the Far East. There are a lot of reasons for the developing situation it is difficult to distinguish the main from them. That is why holding the meeting with the declared agenda is the ripened and actual task.

By the resolution of the Government of the Russian Federation of April 15, 2014 No. 308 which approved the State program of development of the Far East and the Baikal region, the nature of changes provided in this document as the social and economic is determined. This statutory act contains such concepts as the economic and social development of FE, social and demographic situation in the territory of FE, social infrastructure, social security, social sphere and a number of the terms accompanying them, characterizing structure of the population of FE, the quality of people’s life, etc. Noted circumstances cause a need of special consideration of the contents of the term "social". It is necessary to stop on the specifics everyday, often intuitive ideas about a sociality and to correlate them to the standard and scientific characteristics. 

The term "social" is widespread in many types of scientific and administrative activity. It is used mainly for the characteristic of the public phenomena. But not every, and mostly those from them which are caused, first of all, by the direct interaction of people, their joint everyday processes. For this reason to the social sphere one carry the education system, health care, municipal services, institutes of family and the ethnic relations, and also many other structural components of the society having exits to the person, to his subject activity, unite (i.e. joint) requirements, interests and values, be they economic, legal, esthetic, ethical, religious or other human character. In such way the practice of person on the basis of empirical generalization intuitively expresses in the logic of thinking the leading role of the person in activity of the society as its anthropological principle.
Proceeding from the understanding of the mechanism of functioning of the society, a place and a role of the person in it the social characteristics express: 

- reproduction functions of the social processes in relation to all the other public structures, including the population (demographic factor), economy (productive and economic factor), habitat (ecological factor), activity mechanisms (technical and cultural factor), means of activity (spiritual and cultural factor), etc.;

- estimated priorities of the social level before the individual: maturity of the concrete local public relations on perception of the problems of organizational, economic and economic, standard and legal, spiritual and other development facing the public structures (territories) in the interests of preservation and enhancement of mankind; 

- priorities of organizational standard of living of the population: readiness of the local communities (in their wide value) to realization of the calls facing the territories, to their innovative reflection and transformation taking into account joint requirements and interests. 

There were many attempts of appeal of the different state instances to the solution of problems of the Far East. In them were reflected as the aspiration of different bodies and subjects to develop this territory, and the problems taking place on the realization of these purposes and receiving from them practical results. The Far-Eastern social factor was formed versatile on the basis of different (sometimes not coinciding on the social orientation) forms (the Cossacks, resettlement, exiles, settlements, public appeal, other mechanisms). They didn't receive the finished special-purpose character, often were forcedly replaced by the other forms without the sufficient organizational, economic, financial and other preparation. As a result of application of such practice of activity the organizational principles of sequence, quality of the work with specific people were often broken. Possibilities of ensuring continuity in development of the social structures which are engaged in formation of a complex of the social relations with representatives of the concrete social groups of the population of the territory were at a loss or even excluded.
Consecutive and purposeful formation of all set of the social relations in the Far East repeatedly interrupted the course of historical events occurring here: wars, changes of the socio-political and social and economic character of public relations in the country, transformations in orientations and the nature of interrelations of the Far-Eastern territories with the central bodies of the country, between the regions and territories of ATR. Under their influence the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of social processes in the regions changed (reproduction of the population, migration, formation of the contingent of concrete social groups of the concrete territories under specific goals and the solved tasks). Eventually, on this base the parameters of those social pictures which relied at the heart of decision-making on arrangement of the territory appeared. Every time a certain difficult complex of resolved issues was designated:

- strategic reference points (activities, its purposes, expected results) were formed;

- organizational (imperious and legal, technical, financial resources) as the means of their achievement were created; 

- communication, economic and economic mechanisms (ways) of implementation of the planned actions were formed;

- participants of this activity (human resources, administrative structures) were organized;

- taken actions (social technologies) were carried out.
The order (sequence) of statement of these questions and the volume of considered tasks could change, but always there was a need of accounting of the social problems: who will carry out them. In it an inevitability of the solution of social problem consisted and consists, whether it concerns conducting of the large-scale actions or implementation of the actions within the concrete social object, carrying out regional reforms or local transformations in the separately taken territory. Social aspects take place to be always where there is a person. And these aspects are always loaded with the regional properties, express the regional social qualities. 

The population of the Far East historically on time of its formation (in civilization or formational scales of measurement) is rather young, intensive development of this territory began little more than 150 years ago. Thus, this process experienced some radical restructurings: a) the end of XIX – the beginning of the XX centuries; b) the end of XX – the beginning of the XXI centuries. Socio-political factors on involvement of the population on this territory, its stimulation for fixing in it, the organization of effective interaction of socio-political (organizational) and economic factors taking into account the social interests and values of the country were the leading determinants during these periods. During this period there was a change of several socio-economic policies: a) market and capitalist with a reference point on the methodology of initial accumulation (the second half of XIX – the beginning of the XX centuries) and turn on the socialist (up to the second half of the XX century); b) the end of the XX century – the beginning of the XXI century – reorientation from the socialist course on the capitalist with its model uncertain so far. Extensive discussions on this question (resolute and careful) are conducted in the press and on the organizational actions till this moment (seminars, conferences, etc.).
Considerable difficulties in the questions of understanding social (from the lat. socialis – the general, public, i.e. designating everything making the joint activity of people) arise in the course of application of sociological doctrines and the practices. Such difficulties mainly arise under the influence of those methodologies and techniques on which the researchers lean in the analysis of the doctrines and practices, and also depending on those conceptual instruments which they use thus. One of such essential difficulties is the evaluation of orientation of the social changes happening in the separate groups of population or within the concrete territories. The main difficulties arise because in the considered territories at the same time live many social groups which too experience changes in the social life. 

The events occurring in economic life of the Far East allow claim about the existence of a number of the enterprises and organizations on which the qualitative structure of workers tends to decrease. The similar tendency is noted in a number of parameters by many researchers throughout a long time. Researchers of the last years claim that former rigid objective criteria of professional qualities of workers consign to the past (the category, qualification, etc.). At the majority of the enterprises as the leading professional qualities shown to the workers are: resistance to stress, skill to communicate, vigor, etc. This situation arose because the professional structure of workers changed, among whom the number of representatives of the information services, the serving and technical and communication personnel, auxiliary workers increased. And the population in general is possible to speak about a similar tendency of change of the social qualities of a number of social groups on the basis of a number of events occurring in the other fields of social sphere.
The brightest of them is marginalization of the population, well described by V.G. Rasputin in the story "Fire" when some residents of the forest settlement – arkharovets – "get used" to live "in truncate", i.e. in the conditions of limited social requirements. Similar "constraint" have the inhabitants of considerable number of settlements in the territory of FE owing to inaccessibility of a number of social services: schools and other educational organizations, medical assistant's and obstetric points of delivery of health care, transport organizations, outlets, cultural institutions are closed (libraries, venues of cultural actions – clubs and so forth). There is a desertification of the territory: settlements are liquidated (closed); reconstruction of the territorial organization of the population in the direction of its simplification is conducted (further concentration of the population as a city, a tendency of urbanization of the population in the points of its accommodation concerning their centers and decrease in the social importance of peripheral parts). Replacement of the resident population with the temporary in its various forms is observed: practice of the appeal to the shift methods of works organization amplifies, the share of seasonality of works, and also on improvement of the territories with the involvement of temporary employees instead of carrying out the actions for capital repairs and construction increases, there is a replacement of constant workers in the services industry, municipal services, trade enterprises, life, establishments of education, health care, culture, etc. on temporary under the pretext of optimization of the system of compensation. Tendencies of de-socialization of the population in the forms of destruction of the neighbor's relations, weakening of communal communications, decrease in the importance of the local cultural communities, carrying out the game actions and mass cultural and guest connections amplify. The tendency of establishment of priority in the employment for temporary and "third-party" employees under a pretext was accurately designated that the local population doesn't wish to perform such types of works because of their unattractiveness. Current situations with the practice of organization of works at the enterprises of the region set tasks of carrying out special scientific social and economic researches on this subject with an exit in the subsequent to the levels of regional and federal bodies of the authority and management for acceptance of the necessary measures for prevention of the negative consequences from similar tendencies.
In the Far-Eastern region for several decades there was a practice of formation "the population which is temporarily living" here when the senior members of the families during the work period "in the north" pay construction of the apartments (houses) in the Central (European) part of the country. Such practice of organization of the activity of population, except, apparently, positive economic bases, has a number of negative consequences. First of all and the basic formation of vital settings of the population on their temporary residence here – in the Far East are. Orientation to a position of temporary worker is very harmful from the ecological, organizational, spiritual and some other social aspects of the organization of life of the population. Now, when the importance of social factors increases in the solution of problems of the Far-Eastern territories, it is necessary to take measures for substantial increase of value of those factors which population promote fixing here. To the measures of social and economic development of the Far East and the Baikal region provided in the Resolution of the Government of the Russian Federation it is necessary to provide the additional social forms significantly influencing the formation of resident population (including not only settlement means, but also the corresponding forms of employment and other arrangement of the resident living population). 

Measures, influencing the organization of life of the population and to a great extent determining the maintenance of social relations in the region, have to receive the priority nature of development. For their identification it is necessary to carry out monitoring of evaluation of the social values with drawing up the scales of such values and their breakdown on groups of the population, territories, types of occupations of the population and the other indicators soon. In the monitoring one need to provide the possibilities of identification of tendencies and the dynamics of change of the social values of population of the regions of the Far East as one of conditions of the overcoming of the condition of its enclavization.
The present investigation phase of the social qualities of population of the Far East needs updating of the methodology, means and approaches to the realization of results. The ways of evaluation of the social phenomena from the point of view of their justice, efficiency, spatial and temporary applicability, sufficiency, systemacity and completeness need the change. The solution of a question of social basis of the territory (structure of the population, sources of its formation, tendencies of change and not uniformity) needs special attention. It is necessary to consider that the Far-Easterners always are in the condition of special intensity created by climatic, social and spatial conditions of their life raised by the uncertainty of subsequent stages demanding from them special social adaptation qualities.

In the Message of the Russian President V. V. Putin to the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation (2014) the special attention is paid to the development of the Far East, including to the creation of territories of the advancing development which have to play a key role in economic recovery of the region. One of the main problems thus is in the sphere of solution of the problem of preservation and enhancement of demographic potential as the necessary source for implementation of the large-scale development plans of the region. Therefore the most important today is a spirit on overcoming of the negative consequences which developed in the social and demographic development of the Far-Eastern federal district (further – FEFD). But we will notice – about the problems of development of the Far East (further – FE) is told not the first year. So, in 2007 V. Putin very accurately designated the strategic turn to development of the Far East: "… The Far East is seriously and for a long time". In the last Message it is again told: "… We declared about the large-scale development plans of this region, and these plans, of course, will be realized..."
At an insignificant share of the population in so extensive territory there is a further reduction of its number as at the expense of natural losses, and migratory outflow. Meanwhile, it was supposed, according to the Target program "Economic and Social Development of the Far East and Transbaikal’e for 1996 – 2005 and till 2010", to reach by 2010 (by separate versions of the forecast) from 6,7 to 7,4 million people
. But such forecasts were overestimated as the regressive nature of the natural and migratory movement of the population intensively increased.

There is a question: at the developed demographic situation the region will be able to provide these new enterprises with the work resources, and, qualified personnel?

Therefore our task now is to analyze and give an objective evaluation to the developed tendencies in the demographic field of the Far-Eastern federal district. It will allow reveal possibilities of the population to carry out the large-scale development plans of the region.

1. The analysis of dynamics of the population testifies to the unfortunate trends which developed during the Post-Soviet period. For the beginning of 2014 in the Far-Eastern federal district 6226,6 thousand people are registered. Reduction of the number of inhabitants for 1991 - 2013 made 22,7% (1830,0 thousand people) (tab. 1). After the population census of 2010 decline in the population proceeded only in the Far-Eastern and the Volga federal districts

During the reform the Far East of the Russian Federation on many positions lost the priorities of development. The demographic situation began to develop as a result of the crisis of economy and decrease in the standard of living of the population, transformation of the social and economic system; the low level and quality of development of the social sphere, changes of the priorities in valuable orientations. The Far-Eastern federal district appeared on the way of the steady reduction of population caused by the migratory outflow. How thus not to remember that the hero of one of Márquez's novels spoke: "… We leave from here. Also we will hurry, here nobody loves us". 

The Far East of Russia for many years wasn't able to realize the potential opportunities of an increase in the population (potential opportunities of an increase in the population – the indicator of productivity of its reproduction counted as the relation of actual increase in the population to the sum of natural increase and arrived to the region). If in 1976 - 1980 and in 1981 - 1985 the indicator of productivity of reproduction of the population in the region was 29,8% – 29,9%, in 1986 - 1990 it decreased more than twice and made only 14,1%, and since 1991 to the present has the negative value
 caused by migratory outflow of the population.
Dynamics of the migratory outflow looks as follows: in 1991 - 1995 711,3 thousand people, 1996 - 2000 – 161,3 thousand people, 2001 - 2005 – 447,2 thousand people, 2006 - 2010 – 226,2 thousand people, 2011 - 2013 – 70,7 thousand persons left out of the borders of the Far East. The provided data show the changeable importance of the volumes of migratory outflow of the population. 

As a result, in the subjects of FEFD there is a destruction of demographic potential: The Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) for 1991 - 2013 lost every seventh inhabitant, Primorsk and Khabarovsk territories – the sixth, the Jewish autonomous region – the fifth, the Amur region – the fourth, Kamchatka territory and the Sakhalin region – the third, the Magadan region and the Chukotka autonomous region – practically every second
. Thus, in the Far-Eastern federal district the situation of demographic instability remains and on the demographic card the region continues to be the outsider.

2. It is comparable the age structure of the population according to the two last All-Russian censuses – 2002 and 2010 (tab. 2).

Judging by the age structure of the population, the situation both in Russia in general, and in the Far East and in its subjects doesn't foretell a quiet demographic situation in the future as there is not the best change of population on the age. This situation is aggravated with the migratory outflow of the population at the working-age and is aged younger than the able-bodied. Who in the long term has to replace the work resources leaving on the age from the managing objects?

3. Important value for the solution of the planned tasks of development of the Far East has the educational level of the population determining the professional and qualitative structure of manpower (tab. 3).

Externally the level of professional education at the persons at the age of 15 years and more senior is also differs a little from the all-Russian indicators. However the situation on this indicator between the All-Russian population censuses of 2002 and 2010 in the Far-Eastern federal district developed in the slower rates. So, if in the Russian Federation the number of persons with the higher education during this time increased by 43,4%, in the FE – for 40,5%, with the secondary professional education, respectively, – for 13,5% and 9,0%. The situation in the FE is aggravated besides the outflow of population with the high level of professional education. 

4. The components of change of the population are its natural reproduction and migration. In the general loss of population for 1991 – 2013 in the FE the natural losses made 11,6% (213,3 thousand people), 88,4% – migratory outflow (1616,7 thousand people). Any of the federal districts of Russia to such mark of loss of the population didn't fall.

4.1 In the demographic plan the Far-Eastern federal district has positive consequences. Now the Far-Eastern federal district is in the number of 43 territorial subjects of the Russian Federation from 83 with the positive value of natural increase. For the first time for the last 20 years natural losses in the region were changed by a small gain: in 2012 – on 5,5 thousand people, in 2013 – on 8186 people
 (tab. 4).

Positive solution of the problems of reproduction in the last two years allowed to V.V. Putin state the conviction in the Message of 2014 that the demographic programs proved their efficiency. Nevertheless, we have to recognize that the process of depopulation in the region didn't stop as the positive natural increase was provided in 2012 with the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) and in insignificant degree with Kamchatka, the Khabarovsk territory and Chukotka. In 2013 it became positive in the minimum sizes in the Amur and Magadan regions. But thus the general coefficient of birth rate on the FE in 2012 - 2013 very slightly surpassed the indicator of 1991 (13,7 ‰ – in 1991, 13,9 ‰ – in 2012 and 13,95 ‰ – in 2013) but remains below the simple reproduction of the population. The happened surge in the birth rate is caused by the more populous generation of potential parents of the 1990th of the birth and the demographic policy of the last years, introduction of the maternity capital and certain privileges to the families having the second and the subsequent children now. The further birth rate can't increase for the objective reasons: the reproductive age is entered by the poorly populated generation, born in the years of demographic crisis. 

It is necessary to consider a high rate of mortality. In 1993 the mortality for the first time exceeded the birth rate. In 1995 on the Russian FE the highest rate of mortality (11,9 ‰) among the countries of the Northeast Asia is noted: in 1994 in Northern Korea, the Republic of Korea, Mongolia, China and Japan mortality of 7 ‰
 was registered. If in 2013 in Russia in general the mortality indicator counting on 1000 people became below, than in 1993 (respectively, 13,03 ‰ and 14,5 ‰), in the Far East federal district he grew by 7,1% (11,80 ‰ – in 1993 and 12,64 ‰ – in 2013) though in separate years its decrease was observed. It was already noted that in 2012 the mortality rate on the FE was lower than the birth coefficient for 6,5%
 at the expense of certain subjects of the region. Unfortunately, different projections show that the main demographic indicators (birth rate, mortality) will remain till 2050.
4.2 The risk of demographic development of the FE increases by the migratory outflow of the population. As it was noted above, the Far-Eastern federal district lost its appeal caused by the social and economic inequality between the regions of Russia. Till 1989 the Far East was one of the leading regions in Russia according to the income. In the conditions of the developed social and economic inequality between the regions of Russia the maintenance of the worthy standard of living isn't provided to the Far-Easterners. Pertinently to remember the words from the most drama work "Notes of the dead house" of F.M. Dostoyevskiy who sharp-sightedly noticed: "… The highest and sharpest characteristic line of our people is a sense of justice and its thirst". All the Far-Eastern territorial subjects of the Russian Federation as a result of increased cost of the fixed set of consumer goods and services get to the first twenty of the most expensive regions of the country. Therefore to count today that the migratory stream will turn in severe climatic conditions of the FE with the lowered level of material security, unreasonably. In the migratory exchange of population with the regions of Russia the FE remains in the all increasing loss. In 2002 the left was more than arrived on 56,5%, in 2010 – on 89,5%, in 2013 – by 1,5 times. The most preferable for the leaving from FEFD the center of gravity in Russia are the Central federal district, North-Western and Southern Federal District. It is necessary to hope that implementation of the "Social and Economic Development of the Far East and the Baikal Region till 2025" Program will allow improve the situation in the region as in it creation of the conditions for comfortable accommodation of the population … is put "…".
The results of the conducted survey in July, 2014 in Khabarovsk showed that 39,5% of respondents would like to leave the region, and practically nobody called a place of alleged residence the subjects of the Far East. In the exchange of population with the territorial subjects of the Russian Federation productivity of migration for the FE quite low also tends to further reduction: in 2002 to 100 people who left arrived to the region 64 people, in 2013 –56 people. But thus the indicators of migratory of DV connections considerably differ in interaction with the federal districts (tab. 5).

These tables testify to the low productivity of migratory interaction with the European regions of Russia where leave 2,5 times more, than come to the FE. It is possible to assume that any of federal districts won't be able to be the population donor for FEFD. 
Accommodation duration in the region has the impact on the motivation of migratory behavior. Certainly, lived rather short time in the FE can become the potential migrants focused on departure from the region. So, according to the All-Russian population census of 2002, among the persons who specified accommodation duration in a permanent address in the subjects of the Far-Eastern federal district lived since the birth less than a half – 48,7%, including the persons of working-age – 44,2%, is more senior than the working-age – 21,7%; the census of 2010 registered living on the FE since the birth is already less – 40,3%, among the able-bodied population such there were 35,5%, is more senior than the able-bodied – 17,8%
. Thus, for the Far-Eastern region it can be not unreasonable the assumption of strengthening of migratory outflow of the population. 
Outflow of the population affects providing the economic complex with the labor and causes the necessity of replacement with its attracted manpower from the CIS countries and foreign countries. In the general migratory stream to Russia from the CIS countries falls to the share of the Far-Eastern federal district on the arrived 3,7%, on the left – 5,7%. For representatives of the CIS countries the Kamchatka, Primorsk and Khabarovsk territories are the most popular (tab. 6).

Productivity of migratory connections of the FE with the CIS countries is high (Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and Kyrgyzstan). The ratio of arrived of them to the left makes 10:1. Their number for the inter-census period of 2002 - 2010 increased: Tajiks – by 2,3 times, Uzbeks – 3,4 times, Kyrgyz – by 3,8 times. Thus, migration becomes more and more the foreign culture: Slavic migration which the region had, is already not present and as the practice shows, won't be.

Migratory connections with the foreign countries provided mainly with China, productivity of an exchange with which in 2010, in comparison with 2002, increased by 2,8 times (on ten arrived from China in 2010 – 3,9 people who left) that is in many respects caused by attraction of the labor gained positive value. Nevertheless, the All-Russian population census of 2010 registered Chinese less (9677 people – in 2002 and 8783 people – in 2010)
.
Social qualities of the population are shown in tolerance of the locals to the migrants. The image of certain countries developing in the consciousness of Russians is dynamic and therefore the certain respondents – participants of the survey conducted by IER of FEFD of the Russian Academy of Sciences in 2014 – supported the restriction of arrival to Russia of the people from some states. So, 50,5% of respondents supported the restriction of arrival of migrants from China. Possibly, such ratio of answers is characteristic for the Far-Eastern region as in the consciousness of population the understanding of demographic imbalance between our countries and pragmatism of Chinese of the rather Russian territory, in particular the FE prevails. In general across Russia, according to the poll of "Levada Center", 29,0% of respondents
 supported the restriction of arrival of Chinese. More than 50% of respondents supported the restriction of arrival of the citizens from the former Central Asian republics and the states of Transcaucasia. The indicators of the Far-Easterners and here were higher than the average Russian. According to the poll of "Levada Center", 38,0%, of the natives of the former Central Asian republics of the USSR – 33,0% supported the restriction of arrival to Russia of the natives of the countries of Transcaucasia. And here the Far-Easterners would meet positively the representatives of Belarus, Ukraine, Kazakhstan. To these countries is the positive attitude.
Migration to the FE aggravates the risks and in the respect of loss of the population of the economically active age, highly qualified personnel – persons with the higher and secondary professional education. In the migratory decrease it is noted that every fifth (21,5%) in 2002 and more than every fourth (26,7%) – in 2013 had the higher education. In a stream who left out of the boarders of the FE in 2013 there were 77,4% of persons at the working-age and 13,5% – persons are younger than the able-bodied, those who in the long term has to replace the work resources leaving the national economy.

As a result of natural losses of the population and migratory outflow the age structure of population is deformed, the number of economically active population is reduced that, in total, is the risk factors for social and economic development of the region and national security of Russia at the eastern boundaries. The share of persons who is more senior than the working-age in the structure of population on the FE, according to the All-Union census of 1989, made 10,4%, to the following All-Russian census of 2002 – 15,4%, in 2010 – 18,2%
. Thus, only between the last All-Russian population censuses the specific weight of this group increased by 18,2%. Provided data are the average indicators. Actually the age structure of population is depending on that whether it is the city or the rural areas, what place take the concrete settlement in the dynamic number of change of the population. There is a regularity: country people are, as a rule, more senior than the city; the more intensively outflow of the population from the territory, the more is in the structure of remained population of the persons of advanced ages and, on the contrary, than "younger" the settlement and the inhabitants living in it, the higher in the structure of its population a share of persons of the younger age groups and the able-bodied population are more steady. Ageing became the characteristic feature of dynamics of the age structure of population of the Far East.
Ageing confirms the fact of increase in the average age of population – 29,5 years – in 1979, 30,4 years – in 1989, 33,9 – in 2002, 37,3 – for 01.01.2012.

If not to slow down the process of ageing, in the near future it will lead to the further recession of specific weight of the able-bodied population to 59,5% in 2015, 57,6% – by 2030, and the region won't cope with the solution of perspective problems of the social and economic development. 

At the developed demographic and migratory situation and in the conditions of inequality of the regions of the Russian Federation on the level and quality of life it is possible to assume that in the Russian FE the dynamic of population will be steadily negative. The extensive Far-Eastern space on the prospect can remain sparsely populated that is harmful not only for the FE, but also for Russia in general as the dynamics of population in neighboring countries increases: in the provinces of Northeast China the number of inhabitants can make by 2025 130 – 132 million people, in Mongolia – 4,6 million people, Northern Korea – 32,1 million people, the Republic of Korea – 50,8 million persons. In Japan the population, despite the appeared tendency of its reduction because of the excess of mortality over the birth rate, in 2030 can make 123 million people and in 2050 – 111,5 million people.

The implementation of the "Economic and Social Development of the Far East and the Baikal Region for the Period till 2018" Program gives some optimism, at which discussion in Yakutsk in April, 2013 the Russian Prime Minister D. Medvedev told: "… One of the main goals of the state program – to make the FE a place where there will be normal conditions for the life in order that was comfortable to live and prestigiously to work. The task it not simple, but is absolutely solved".

It isn't simple to change the motivations of migratory behavior which are originally created at the population. Therefore we believe that the Far East didn't turn into the station with the decreasing population, it is necessary: 

1) to raise the role and value of the monetary incomes (real and nominal); to provide social payments taking into account the regional coefficients; 

2) to overcome the factor of economic remoteness from the Center. Here it is possible to offer some aspects:

2.1 to provide preferential journey by the aviation and rail transport to the all age groups of citizens of the Far-Eastern federal district to the vacation places and treatments;

2.2 to wide the geography of flights;

2.3 to revive the Law "About Veterans" and to realize the program of the Uniform social card of the citizen of Russia extending the action of privileges for pensioners in the scales of all the country;

2.4 to broadcast the TV programs which are especially concerning the political, economic and social life in the country to the Far East in convenient (but not in the night) time (let it will be in the record);   

3) to provide formation in the region of the comfortable conditions of accommodation;

3.1 improvement of the transport infrastructure between the settlements;

3.2 increase in the size of living space at 1 people taking into account the more long stay in the rooms in the conditions of the severe Far-Eastern climate;

3.3 introduction of the use of rent housing;

3.4 to grant to the young families the state interest-free loan for purchase of the apartment or the house.

Since the beginning of the 2000th there was a feeling that the economy of the Far East entered on a trajectory of forward growth. But by efficiency the regional economy significantly lost to the other federal districts. So, on the labor productivity (with the adjustment on a price factor) the Far East took the fourth place. If to exclude the influence of the oil projects of the Sakhalin region, the region rolls down to a penultimate place. On the return of investments the bearish tendency is observed. In principle, it is natural to the region of pioneer development. But, if to regard the Far East in the long term as the base for integration of Russia into the Pacific Rim, substantial increase of its efficiency and competitiveness on the basis of accumulation of the demographic, infrastructure and innovative potentials is necessary.

But fundamental threats are exactly here. Loss of the population became the main negative consequence of entry of the region into the market. The Far East is the leader in this indicator among the regions of the country. Similar tendencies for the suburban border territories, also the pioneer development –are similar the death.
Some structural ratios worsen. The economy gets the hypertrophied raw specialization. Only from 2005 to 2012 the share of branches on mining in the industry grew with 45,5 to 63,1. The same concerns the export. If in 2000 the share of machine-technical production was 16,1%, in 2005 – 3,6%, and in 2012 – 2,3%.  

Polarization in the social and economic development of the northern and southern subjects of the Far East started developing. With the use of technique the PATTERN-analysis comparison on the 24 socio-economic indexes is carried out of them. Their data to an integrated evaluation testify that the leadership passes to the northern subjects. On the structure of economy where the raw sector prevails, taking into account the significantly reduced population, they become more adapted for the requirements of the market economy. The deficit of manpower is covered by the temporary population, use of the shift methods. 

In especially difficult situation there was the Khabarovsk territory. Formed as the center of industrial development of the region, it kept the largest capacity of processing industries so far. Development per capita in 2012 made 89,6 against 63,4 thousand rubles, on average, across the Far East. There was an industrial and innovative center, unique and single in the all Russian eastern territory, – Komsomolsk-on-the Amur, which concentrated the hi-tech processing industries.
Unfortunately, now these potential advantages play an opposite role. The overworking sector with the not loaded capacities and low efficiency heavy burden lays down on the territory’s economy. Growth rates of the main macroeconomic indicators decrease. So, the GRP average annual indexes made in 2000 - 2002 108,7, 2003 - 2005 – 104,6, 2006 - 2008 – 103,2, 2009 - 2012 – 103,0%. Return of the investments decreases (GRP gain by 1 rub of investments into the fixed capital): 1,27, 0,61, 0,45 and 0,41 rub/rub. As a result, the share of the Khabarovsk territory in the Far East on the major indicators starts decreasing. Profitability of the assets and the sold goods is unstable and has rather bearish tendency.

The financial and economic state worsens. In 2012 the losses made 20,7 billion rubles or 34,1% of the Far East. The main sectors of economy (transport and communications, processing productions, construction, agriculture, production and distribution of electric energy) on which a half of the gross value added of the Khabarovsk territory fell, had in 2012 the losses of 19,5 billion rubles. Both in the absolute value and on their share in the Far East the dynamics is adverse.

Especially menacing situation develops in the manufacturing industry. For 2005 - 2012 the losses grew with 2,1 to 13,9 billion rubles here, and their share in the region – from 53,9% to 84,5%. As a result, the balanced financial result of the territory in 2006 - 1012 was in general though positive, but insignificant and made 38,5% of the Primorsk territory and 16,5% – from the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia). It limits the self-reproduction opportunities of economy of the Khabarovsk territory, especially its modernization.
Thus, there is quite paradoxical situation. The southern subjects of the Far East located in the optimum climatic conditions, on the border with the high-growth countries and having more diversified and innovative economy, lose their potential. Sharpness of the situation is aggravated with the demographic processes developing here. In the 2000th reduction of inhabitants in the south of the region goes quicker. Between the censuses of 2002 and 2010 the losses made 295 thousand people here, and in the northern subjects – 106 thousand persons. And, if from the North people go as in the western direction, and to the south of the Far East, from the South – only to the western regions of Russia.

Similar processes are natural as according to the real income the southern subjects significantly lose to the northern and concede to the average Russian indicators. But in the north of the Far East constantly people don't want to live. Our researches showed that the degree of fixedness of the population decreases in the process of its moving from the South to the north. 

It is possible to speak about "expression" of the economy to the north, strengthening of the raw specialization and the reduction of the resident population. Bringing these tendencies to the logical end, it is possible to expect reduction of the population in a foreseeable prospect to 4 – 5 million persons. It corresponds to the raw model of development of the Far East. There will be reality the transfer of its certain territories to the long-term rent (concession) to the adjacent countries which will place the emphasis on the foreign investments, labor, equipment.
The strategy of the future, focused on the strengthening of the Far East, the accelerated and balanced development of its subjects demands essentially other approach. At the top level adoption of the Federal law "About development of the Far East" where the strategic objectives and tasks, mechanisms of their realization, a place and a role of executive bodies of the power of the subjects and the local authorities who will receive considerable powers and obligations to the local population and Russia in performance of the geostrategic functions have to be registered is necessary. 

At the federal level it is necessary to take measures for an increase of competitiveness of the Far-Eastern economy. The particular emphasis has to be placed on the southern subjects of the Far East where it is necessary to create a belt from the high-tech industries with the resident population. Anybody so reliably doesn't protect the border of the state as the native residents of Russia living here.

Unfortunately, now the solution of demographic problems of the region is focused on the implementation of commercial projects. At first sight, the reasonable approach. But in reality the commercially effective projects mention the very narrow circle of population. In the course of implementation of the projects the prices for goods of the prime necessity grow in the territory, from which the average and the lower-income parts of population suffer. Besides, in the northern areas, on our researches, there was a limited circle of people, capable to increase the intensity of work for improvement of the welfare. Here more actively are used the shift and expedition methods of ensuring production by the labor. The process of increase of the standard of living through the new productions is long, and its influence – indirect. It is necessary to break this tendency within the next 5 – 7 years. Therefore the measures of the state support have to be direct, that is directly concerning the welfare of the Far-Easterners and, at the same time, reducing the cost intensity of the Far-Eastern economy (increasing its competitiveness). The main of them are:
• increase in the sizes of the Far-Eastern extra charges and their payment from the federal budget;

• free high-quality medical care;

• free higher education within the Far-Eastern region;

• grant of not less than 50% of the cost of construction of the housing and the utility costs;

• free pass once a year to the western regions of the country.

The price of similar actions is high and also measured for the Far East by the order in 1,5 trillion rubles a year. Therefore they have to be implemented gradually. It is important to designate a vector and to state it in the law. Then the inhabitants will see a reference point of the relation of the state to the region and will be able to build with its account the life here.

The following direction is a complex of large-scale projects which realization gives a new impulse to the development of the South of the Far East. Besides the sounded BAM, the “Vostochny” spaceport and the construction of the bridge in the Sakhalin Island, it is necessary to lobby the construction of the Tugursk tidal power plant (TPP). It is included in the power strategy of Russia, but outside 2020. New justifications on acceleration of its construction, including with the involvement of the interested companies of the adjacent countries are necessary. 

It is necessary to return to the construction projects of petrochemical complexes. Investigation and development of the new hydro-carbonic fields on the shelf of the Strait of Tartary will allow create the corresponding cluster in the south of the Far East.
At last, the global project of complex development of natural resources of the Okhotsk Sea could be the large-scaled.

It is necessary to increase the interests of municipal institutions in the development of economy. The offers of the federal bodies on redistribution of the earned on the territory financial resources towards the subjects and municipal institutions are very correct.

At last, it is necessary to include more actively in the strategic process intellectual potential of the Far East. For example, for the choice of development scenario of the region it is necessary to decide on its future. What role it plays now, what is the quality and quantitative evaluations, how the future processes in the world and ATR will affect its importance for Russia? What resources are required for this purpose?

Our integrated evaluations show that the Far East at its economic potential has so small state support that some highly effective projects, for example, "Sakhalin-I" and "Sakhalin-II", are capable to block dependence on the subsidies of the other subjects and to provide self-sufficiency of the region. More detailed calculations, opening besides the especially commercial effects, the geostrategic importance of the Far East for Russia are necessary. 

Thus, the number of important institutional documents focusing the economy of the Far East on the accelerated development is accepted in recent years. But it is possible to provide it and without the improvement of demographic processes. Preservation of the Far East as Russian demands the emphasis on significant increase in the quality of life, and not indirectly through the implementation of the large-scale projects (it is very long process), and directly. Formation of the special modes of managing can become the effective instrument of creation of the new model of development. But strengthening of the state patronage in the all social and economic directions of activity is necessary. Geostrategic interests where the growth of resident population is the key, have to prevail in the foreseeable prospect over the commercial.

Among the components of the capital, necessary for the development of innovative national economy have to be present such as the social capital and the knowledge of population of the subject of the country.

In 2013 the scientists of the Far-Eastern institute of international business (FEIIB) finished the researches on development of the system of indicators and a technique of evaluation of the quality of life of the population of the subjects of the Far-Eastern federal district ["Power and administration in the East of Russia" journal No. 2, 2014]

The dynamics of generalizing and integrated indicators of the quality of life of the population of the subjects of the Far-Eastern federal district of Russia tends to growth, including the integrated indicators. However at the annual growth rates of the gross regional product in a year for 15%, rates of the gain of indicators of the quality of life of the population in a year make only 3%. It is obvious that at such rates a gain of innovative economy in the subjects of the Far-Eastern federal district won't be.

The gap between indicators of the quality of life of the population in Russia and in the certain foreign countries won't be reduced, and considerably will increase (tab. 1). For example, the expense of the state on science, medicine, education, culture and sport in Russia (2012) made 10% of the all budget, and in the European Union countries of 35% – 40% [Arguments of week No. 1, 2014]

It isn't difficult to present that the development and realization of the actions for improvement of the quality of life of the population of the subjects of the Far-Eastern federal district will be inefficient. The new qualitative stage of development of economy of the territorial subjects of the Russian Federation, including the Far-Eastern federal district where the person, his social standard of living has to become the main priority of this development is necessary.

We hold not the first meeting at which the questions on fixing of the population in the Far East are brought up, and it isn't casual, after all it is the main strategic objective till 2025, reflected in the government documents. And that at the today's meeting we discussed, along with it, the questions, concerning the problems of decrease in the quality indicators of labor, is in due time and actually. In our opinion, it is necessary to develop the special mechanism of support of the population in the solution of these problems. Along with those offers which are in the draft resolution about the social support, it is necessary to study the experience of the Belgorod region where there is the extensive system of support on fixing of the population and involvement of migrants from the other territories of Russia, from the point of view of its introduction in the Far East.

E.S. At the today's meeting in the reports practically it was told nothing about the information and information streams. How it is possible to make the correct decision, without having studied deeply the problem on the basis of detailed information? Moreover, the information is not an abstract thing, it is always concrete and specific. Here and today in the course of discussions of specific problems, the feeling is created that we don't possess the specific information, necessary in relation to them. For this reason also the draft of our resolution has the general, indistinct character. It is necessary to work significantly it from the point of view of reality, having studied in more detail the agenda perspective.

S.A. Tokayskiy – the Khabarovsk regional social movement of assistance and development of the civil initiatives 

In V. K. Zausayev's performance it was correctly noted that in the social and economic life in the Far East the paradoxical situation is more and more noted. For example, suddenly sharply grow the economic indicators on Chukotka, and the population is reduced. It would seem, it is good – the labor productivity growth is available. The author thus considers that it occurs due to the colonization of the territory, thus not only on Chukotka, simply in the regions of the Far North this process is more expressed. Conclusion: there is a gradual colonization of the Far East on the basis of, first of all, withdrawal of the raw material resources as the cheaper and favorable to the export abroad. Thus, in fact, in relation to the Far East the concept of active liberal economic model with colonial dependence on the adjacent states is actually applied. In our opinion, it occurs spontaneously and is uncontrollable that doesn't correspond to the main geopolitical task – fixing of the population. Development of the accurate and clear model of development of the macro-region on the principles of clarity and coherence with the population is necessary. For this purpose it is necessary to develop the concept of development of the human capital on scientific bases.

From the presented reports becomes clear that the all economic indicators in economy of the Far East are much lower, than about the country. The main reason – the raised costs of production of goods. In our opinion, in development of the all administrative decisions on the overcoming of problems there is no main thing – the strong scientific technological basis. Development of the accurate technological decisions is necessary. And now so – there is a strategy, and the technology of achievement of the objectives isn't present. And, these technological decisions have to reach each local link, up to the concrete inhabitant, living here. The same is treated and to the social sphere. If the person living in the Far East on the average will pay, for example, for the apartment four times bigger, than on the average across Russia, here soon remains nobody.

We managed to concern a perspective not only of the actually social and economic life, but also the problems of spiritual component. Probably, it isn't casual because the social quality or qualitative characteristics of the population living in the Far East can't capture the all completeness of human life without its spiritual bases. And in the Far East they are special. Long ago it is known of the so-called Far-Eastern character inherent to the Far-Easterner. It is necessary to do everything possible that we won't lose it. In it is the force and support of our future development.

On the results of discussion the participants of the meeting drew the following conclusions:  

The events occurring in the economic life of the Far East in recent years allow claim about a tendency to the decrease of qualitative level of the population occupied in the economy. This tendency is noted by many researchers throughout a long time.

Decrease in the quality indicators of the population considerably happens in the small settlements – the settlements of city type, villages, rural settlements that is caused by inaccessibility of a number of social services: the educational – schools and other educational institutions, points of delivery of health care, transport services, outlets, cultural institutions are closed (libraries, venues of cultural actions – clubs and so forth). 
Replacement of the resident population with the temporary in its different forms is observed: practice of the appeal to the shift methods of the organization of works amplifies, the share of seasonality of works grows, and also the works on improvement of the territories with attraction for them the temporary employees instead of carrying out the actions for capital repairs and construction increases, there is a replacement of constant workers in the services industry, municipal services, trade enterprises, life, institutions of education, health care, culture, etc. 

The tendencies of de-socialization of the population in the forms of destruction of the neighbor's relations, weakening of the community connections, decrease in the importance of the local cultural communities, carrying out the game actions and the mass cultural and guest connections amplify. The tendency of establishment of the priority in employment for the temporary and "third-party" workers under a pretext that the local population doesn't wish to perform such kind works because of their unattractiveness was accurately designated. Current situations with the practice of organization of works at the enterprises of the region set the tasks of carrying out the special scientific social and economic researches on this subject with an exit in the subsequent to the levels of regional and federal bodies of the authority and management for acceptance of the necessary measures for prevention of the negative consequences from similar tendencies. 

Along with the decrease of qualitative characteristics of the living population, the tendency of its depopulation owing to the negative demographic processes isn't overcome. At the same time, the solution of this problem at the expense of migratory component is in many respects a disputable and complex task.
The research of migratory mobility of the population showed that the Far-Eastern region can't count on considerable involvement of the population from the other regions of Russia because of the lower level on the comfort of accommodation and a loss of the appeal caused by the social and economic inequality between the regions of Russia.

All above allows draw a conclusion that the measures taken now don't allow achieve the main goal, determined in the Strategy of social and economic development of the Far East and the Baikal region for the period till 2025, approved by the Order of the Government of the Russian Federation on December 28, 2009 namely – fixing of the population living in the macro-region.  

Considering it, participants of the meeting decided:

1. To consider necessary to publish in mass media the materials of the meeting of discussion club for drawing attention to the situation which developed in the qualitative component of the population of the macro-region.

2. To address to the Government commission of the Russian Federation concerning the social and economic development of the Far East and to the Ministry of Eastern development of Russia with a request about the necessity to bring adjustments in the Strategy of development of the Far East and the Baikal region till 2025 and the State program "Social and economic development of the Far East and the Baikal region" of April 15, 2014 due to the addition of these documents with the sections providing the overcoming of tendency of its separation from the uniform social and economic space of the country in which to provide:
- increase of the role and value of the monetary income (real and nominal); to provide social payments taking into account the regional coefficients; 

- ensuring preferential journey by the aviation and rail transport to the all age groups of citizens of the Far-Eastern federal district to the vacation places (now the citizens at the age of 18 – 23 years use this privilege and more senior than 60 years and only by the air); to wide the geography of flights;

- in the Federal law "About veterans" to provide a privilege to the Far-Easterners of advanced ages about the opportunity to use public transport in all the cities of Russia free of charge;

- ensuring formation in the region of comfortable conditions of the accommodation due to the improvement of transport infrastructure between the settlements, increases in the size of living space at 1 people because of the more long stay in the rooms in the conditions of the severe Far-Eastern climate, introduction of the use of rent housing on favorable terms; 

- to consider the possibility of modification in the legislative and normative legal acts granting the right to the Far-Easterners on the use of lands, water and forest grounds which aren't in the economic circulation, on favorable terms.

3. To consider it expedient to address to the Ministry of Eastern development of Russia with the offer on the need of carrying out the scientific researches about the state of human capital and manpower in the Far East with the subsequent development on their basis of the conceptual base of solution of the existing problems.

4. To address in the editorial office of the "Power and administration in the East of Russia" journal with a request to publish the main materials of the meeting of the club, and also the texts of reports of the speakers.
