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Economic growth and the problems of social and demographic reproduction in the Far East of Russia

The economic growth measured by an increase in the volumes of production in the regional economy not necessarily leads to an increase of a standard of living, an improvement of indicators of social and demographic reproduction of the population living in the region. In the Far East negative correlation between the economic and social and demographic development is observed. Development of the special measures for formation of the institutes of expanded reproduction of the population in the macro-region the most important of which is "The House" is represented.

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Production and reproduction of the direct life are carried out in the unity and contrast of production of the means of living (food, clothes, dwelling, etc.) and productions of the person, reproduction, conducting within the reproduced public relations inherent in this socioeconomic structure [1]. The processes of social and economic reproduction always gravitate to a certain territory, have a spatial binding. In particular it belongs to the branches of production and social infrastructures. The process of reproduction of the population, labor, the person who exists only in the form of self-replicating territorial communities as which basic elements the territorial group of people and its vital environment act has the expressed territorial localization.

The all-economic prerequisite providing continuity of the process of reproduction in any territorial public system is the maintenance of certain proportionality between the parts and factors of production (natural, economic, social and demographic) formation of such proportions between various elements of the regional system which provide its effective social and economic development [2].

At the same time, the features of public reproduction in the regions of the Far-Eastern federal district (further – FEFD) having, with a fivefold growth of the gross regional product (further – GRP) during 2003 - 2012 the reduction of a number of the resident population living here for 5,4%, testify, on the one hand, to the violation of proportionality of the processes of regional public reproduction already at the level of macroeconomic indicators (personal and material factors of production, consumption, accumulation, etc.) and to the lack of transformation of economic growth in the level of social and economic development corresponding to it (economic growth as "… the ability of economy to provide more and more various requirements of the population" [3] in FEFD has as a consequence the opposite result – reduction of the population), – with another.

The negative correlation having the nature of steady regularity, GRP dynamic and the dynamic of the population at the level of macro-region which doesn't have the system integrity can be shown differently at the level of the subjects of the Federation which are legally considered as the regional reproduction systems. The greatest volumes of a gain of GRP for the considered period are reached in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), the Sakhalin region, Primorsk and Khabarovsk territories.

Material basis of the growth of GRP in these regions are the basic branches of specialization: mining industry more than 80% of which are concentrated in the Sakhalin region and the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia); and the processing productions of the macro-region, 2/3 of which are placed in the Khabarovsk and Primorsk territories (fig. 1).

The growth of production of the goods is followed by the reduction of population in all subjects of the Federation of FEFD, except of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) where the population is maintained at the steady level (it increased by 0,6% for the considered period). For establishment of the possible connection between the dynamics of development of the personal and material factors of production, reproduction of the capital and reproduction of the population, the person we will consider the demographic processes observed in the regions, in the section of natural and mechanical movement of the population.

The dynamic of natural increase of the population of the Far-Eastern region repeats the all-Russian tendencies of demographic behavior: in 2006, having passed through the lower point of negative gain, the trend of natural increase of the population of the Russian Federation changes in a positive side. The similar picture is observed as in the high-urbanized Primorsk and Khabarovsk regions with the modern type of demographic reproduction, and in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) with the expressed traditional type of reproduction of the population
. The all-Russian positive tendencies gain steady character with the introduction of "maternity capital" since January 1, 2007. We will note that the leading growth rates of GRP of the Sakhalin region in the macro-region don't correspond to the insignificant rates of positive changes of a natural increase. Individual nature of correlation of these processes is observed and in the other regions. Thus, we have the right to assume that the major factors in a change of dynamics of the natural movement of the population in the regions of the Far East after all became the state social policy and, to a lesser extent, – economic success of the regions.

The processes of natural movement of the population are among the steadiest public processes, low-subject to the local fluctuations of the environment. Unlike the natural movement having the unidirectional trends of a positive orientation reflecting the all-Russian demographic tendencies, the dynamics of migratory arrival-leaving has the expressed regional specifics.

Migration is the peculiar "demographic mirror" reflecting the results of direct comparison by the population of the all set of conditions of activity in this or that territory. "… From the positions of migration management, not the factors of a standard of living, an employment and others in their absolute expression have the weight, and the territorial distinctions between them,… influence the migration not the absolute values of factors, whether it be in the regions of an exit or in the places of installation of the migrants, and the regional differentiation of their levels" [7].

The greatest strengthening of migratory outflow is observed in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) that directly contradicts economic progress of the region and levels the natural increase of the population. Almost zero migratory outflow (145 people for the entire period) is observed only in the Khabarovsk territory. The Primorsk territory in which essential development of the processing productions in the considered period is noted, comes nearer to the same mode of mechanical movement of the population. Obviously, the manufacturing industry dominating in these two subjects of the Federation creates more attractive conditions for the migrants, than extracting, not created (at the high return on the invested capital) new workplaces for the entire period. All the regions have migratory losses with the various degree of intensity caused by the specifics of conditions of the activity in them. Thus, the Far East loses to the other territories in creating favorable conditions for reproduction of the population, despite serious achievements in the production of material product and the capital.

"… Economic growth not always facilitates the life to the population, causes satisfaction and facilitates the social burden, – O. S. Sukharev [8] notes, – the economy can show the high growth rate of the national income and its same high size per capita but because this income is distributed extremely unevenly, to have the worst social security systems, health care, pension system, education system and, as a result, to have the lower indicators determining the life expectancy, education level and a medical support". 

Economic growth in itself can't solve a problem of fixing of the population in the Far-Eastern region. The processes of reproduction of the population find relative independence, subordination to the own immanent factors and regularities. Overcoming of the threat of depopulation of the macro-region is possible only by the development and implementation of the special program of measures for the formation of institutes of expanded reproduction of the population of the region.

Thus, so far only one party of public reproduction – production of material product, the capital – have the greatest attention from the scientists and practicians that is explained by its valid fetishization in the public consciousness. Meanwhile, aggravation of the problems in the sphere of social reproduction understood as "… reproduction of the individuals: as separately, and in their public partitions and communications, their reproduction as the live carriers of these conditions" [9], with an imperative need sets a task of independent consideration of the processes of reproduction of the manpower, population, a person in the system of the developing relations of property, establishment of their interrelation with the production of material product.

In the achievement of the objectives of reproduction of the manpower, population, person such institutes really participate: family, enterprise, branch, region (administrative-territorial institution), State. By the closer examination it is found out that the connections between them aren't so strong and indissoluble, moreover, the pursued purposes often are multidirectional. The carried-out analysis of reproduction processes assumes the subsequent concrete assessment of a role and a place of a family (household), the individual, the enterprise, the region, the state in reproduction of the population in the Far East to answer a question: what deformation of the institutes brought and leads to depopulation of the population in the region, what institutes have to be strengthened or again created?

The answer to this question (on the basis of deep and long-term studying of the features of managing and the socio-cultural environment of the Far East) was offered by the famous philosopher and economist M. I. Ledenev [10]. One of the root reasons, – the scientist considers, – the endured system crisis alienation of the person from the conditions of his reproduction is. The sources of this alienation historically go to the mainly state forms of its settling: by the means of "state bribe" (privileges, extra charges); military, compulsory (prison) resettlements; public appeals. Artificial ways of involvement of the population limited the possibilities of its amateur development, formed a peculiar way of life. This population on the historical education, social and demographic structure, conditions of activity has smaller opportunities and experience to run a private affair. The formulated problem of the advancing economic development in the region can become the purpose of the state policy, but for the concrete person this task acts only as means. The task the concrete person consists in connecting his aspirations and purposes to those means which can erect its productive force on the qualitatively new level. The question of the main line of aspiration of the modern person isn't neither simple, nor easy. Such line considerably is only determined, made out as the universal social movement to the House. Thus, the question about dwelling, about the life sphere has the fundamental public value. The House on the earth is a major step of rooting of the person, his transformation into the permanent resident.
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� Special, other than other regions, the nature of demographic reproduction in Yakutia is confirmed and given to gerontology: in comparison with Russia and the Far East, longevity indexes in Yakutia is traditional above in 1,9 and 2,8 times, respectively [6].
