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Development of the pedagogical concept of readiness of the non-language national universities’ students to multicultural communication in 1946 – 1968
The scientific article is devoted to the analysis of historical and pedagogical experience in the aspect of formation of readiness of students of non-language national universities to multicultural communication in 1946 – 1968. The author has been studied in detail the conceptual level of pedagogical theory of readiness to multicultural communication. The data obtained as the result of the analysis can be used as a basis for the subsequent reconstructing of the theory. And he opened historical and pedagogical experience as a basis for solution of current pedagogical problem of readiness of the students to multicultural communication within the educational space.
Научная статья посвящена анализу историко-педагогического опыта в аспекте формирования готовности студентов неязыковых отечественных вузов к межкультурной коммуникации в 1946 – 1968 гг. Автором был подробно изучен и реконструирован концептуальный уровень формирующейся в анализируемое время педагогической теории готовности к межкультурной коммуникации (ее начальный этап). Полученные данные в результате анализа могут послужить в качестве основы для последующей реконструкции изучаемой педагогической концепции, а раскрытый историко-педагогический опыт – для решения актуальной на настоящий момент педагогической проблемы готовности студентов к межкультурному общению в рамках образовательного пространства. 
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The problem of relationship of different cultures in contemporary Russian society is very actually due to multicultural nature of the country. This problem has a significant negative impact on the education and cultivates pedagogical problem of students’ readiness to multicultural communication. For the development of this problem, we see the need to analyze the historical and pedagogical experience. In this analysis we proceed from the idea of the integrity of the educational reality. It allows us to use methodological developments as an empirical basis for theoretical generalizations.

In the second half of the twentieth century in the Soviet Union the historical backgrounds were formed to solve the problem of readiness to multicultural communication [1]. The solving of the problem was assigned to the educational discipline "foreign language".It’s aim was - to teach students a foreign language as a means of communication between people of different nationalities (M. A. Danilov) [2] or as a means to enter into multicultural communication (multicultural communication - communication between different human cultures, people belonging to different cultures, ethnic groups, ideologies [3]).
The main means of achieving the mentioned above goals was a content of the subject [4]. This period (1946 - 1968) educational content was reduced to the pedagogical adaptation of the foundations of science (M.A. Danilov, B.P. Esipov) [2]. In the case of discipline "Foreign Language" - to the basics of linguistics: the basics of grammar, vocabulary and phonetics.
Analysis of methodological and didactic literature [2, 5; 6] has given us the opportunity to describe the content. It included: an ability to understand foreign language, to read correctly, to answer questions and make a conversation within the theme; an ability to translate the text of average complexity; an ability to obtain necessary information from a text without a dictionary.
For development of these tools and skills the methodists of 1946 - 1986 suggested to use methods of different classifications. [2; 6]
According to D. O. Lordkipanidze, teaching method was treated as a "way, through which flows the pedagogical process by which the teacher leads the student from misunderstanding to knowledge" [6]. He singled out following methods: verbal (discussion, explanation, lecture, working with a book), visual (observation, illustration, demonstration) and practical (exercises, practical work) [6].

I. T. Ogorodnikov classified methods for didactic objectives: perception (oral presentation, display); consolidation of acquired knowledge (discussing, self-study); consolidation of skills and abilities (display, exercise, game); application of knowledge and skills in practice (practical work).

M. A. Danilov and B.N. Esipov suggested another classification (according to the didactic objectives): acquisition of new knowledge; formation of skills, application of knowledge in practice; creative activity; consolidation; inspection and assessment of knowledge and skills. [2]

So, relying on systematic analysis of the results in the table, we can make following conclusions.

In 1946 – 1968 in domestic didactics at the empirical level began to develop pedagogical model of readiness of students to multicultural communication through the discipline "foreign language." This model was aimed at learning a foreign language as a means of communication between people of different nations, that is, as a means to enter into multicultural communication [2]. The main component for achieving the goal was the content of "foreign language", which includes basics of grammar, vocabulary and phonetics.
Relying on modern pedagogical researches in the field of formation of readiness of students to multicultural communication (M. S. Safina, G. V. Zakharova [7, 8]), we can compare how this content with pedagogical content of readiness of students to multicultural communication.
According to current researches, the readiness of students to multicultural communication is an integrative personal quality contained basic knowledge of foreign language (knowledge of grammar, vocabulary, phonetics) cultural orientations (knowledge of history, culture, traditions, values), communication skills and specific mental attitude [7; 8]. It means that the content of readiness to multicultural communication is much broader than the content of pedagogical model of readiness of 1946 – 1968 (See. Table №1). And that is why the model did not allow students to develop the readiness to multicultural communication, to achieve the desired result. Explain this statement.

The first fundamental domestic researches in the field of multicultural communication were made in 1960. [2] The main ideas in the field of formation of readiness have been developed in the 1960 – 1980 [2]. In other words, in the analyzed period (1946 – 1968) axiomatic basis for developing of national educational theory of readiness to multicultural communication has not been researched yet. 
Nevertheless at the same time essential pedagogical researches were made which had great practical and theoretical importance in solving the problem. These researches became the nucleus for developing of pedagogical concepts in terms of formation of readiness of the students to multicultural communication of the second half of the twentieth century (the concept of the "School of the dialogue of cultures", the concept of multicultural education, etc.) and for the further development of the domestic didactical concept of readiness of students to multicultural communication.
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
