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Political and economic factors of integration processes in the Russian elite
The article argues that to assess consolidation of the society and its’ elite, to elaborate mechanisms of national security provision the methodological instruments of dialectics are necessary. It will allow determine the measure and limits of consolidation and reconsolidation, to find out its’ essential difference from integration and reintegration of the society. It is shown that consolidation of the society has it’s qualitative and quantitative measure and qualitative and quantitative assessment of consolidation allows to determine essence of category, it’s modern incarnation, trends of strengthening or weakening, to present mechanisms of national security provision due to modern stage of development. Consolidation is viewed as a specific case of integration under coinsicion of the society and the state preferences, society and personal interests, interests of different elites and the state as a whole. Efficiency of the social development principles implementation depends mostly on integration of the society as a new quality of adoption of the differently aimed interests but not consolidation on the only one platform. 

Политико-экономические факторы интеграционных процессов 

в российской элите
В статье для оценки консолидации общества и его элит, разработки механизмов обеспечения национальной безопасности предлагается использовать диалектический методологический инструментарий. Это позволит определить меру и пределы консолидации и реконсолидации, выявить ее сущностные отличия от интеграции и реинтеграции общества и элит. Показано, что консолидация должна рассматриваться двояким образом: как самостоятельный процесс и как количественно измеряемая характеристика мнений и предпочтений субъектов социальной матрицы. Консолидация общества имеет свои количественную и качественную меры, при этом, количественная и качественная оценка консолидации позволит определить содержательное наполнение категории, ее современное состояние как явления, направления ослабления или усиления, предложить адекватные современному этапу механизмы обеспечения национальной безопасности. Консолидация рассмотрена как частный случай интеграции при совпадении общественных и государственных предпочтений, общественных и личных интересов, интересов различных элит с интересами государства в целом. Эффективность реализации принципов общественного развития в большей мере связана с интеграцией общества как появлением нового качества согласованности разнонаправленных интересов, а не его консолидацией на единой платформе.
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Consolidation or integration of elite is based on the corresponding processes of consolidation or integration in the society. Recently in scientific research, on the expert platforms and forums the consolidation perspective is even more often discussed that, in our opinion, it is connected with the current political and economic situation. In the conditions of crisis under the influence of falling of the prices of export resources, crashes of financial pyramids, introductions of the international sanctions and Russian anti-sanctions a source of the fastest return on a trajectory of sustainable development become the forms of the organization of production which are consolidated on the purposes and the principles, including international on the Euro-Asian space which will help to overcome difficulties of political settlement, failures of the global and national markets. Border events in Ukraine have negatively influenced the budget and economy of the Rostov region, have actually weakened its’ business elite. Foreign policy and external economic threats of return in the medium term to unstable growth in Russia in general are too big, strengthening of the international sanctions, and also remain threats of destabilization of a situation in the south of Russia.
For assessment of consolidation of the society in general and its elite (political, business elite, scientific, cultural, national, etc.) and developments of mechanisms of ensuring national security we offer to use dialectic methodological tools. It will allow define the measure and limits of consolidation and a reconsolidation, to reveal its intrinsic differences from integration and reintegration of the society and its elite.

However it is multiple-valued in researches that concept of consolidation and integration of elite is applied or it isn't applied at all though these processes are described. So, in the resolution of the First elite congress (October, 2013, URI RANEPA, Rostov-on-Don) it was noted that the Congress considers it expedient to recommend to the Russian elite, including intellectual elite, to promote the development of inter-elite relations of the CIS countries. Considering the Euro-Asian priority of foreign policy of Russia, it is expedient to develop the system of elite connections in the former Soviet Union including exit lectures of Russian elite experts, exchange of students, interaction with teachers of the Russian Slavic universities [7, p.166]. Thereby it was recommended to develop various forms of institutionalization of integration of national elite in the Euro-Asian space, including scientific (intellectual) elite by mutual enrichment by experience.
A number of authors refers consolidation of elite groups to indicators of quality of elite community, thereby, giving it discrete character in process of the analysis of extent of coincidence of opinions and valuable installations of elite community in Central Federal District: "The analysis of indexologic profiles of tolerance of different segments of elite community has shown that positions of the social and economic elite in many respects coincide and have moderate and negative character; the cultural elite shows the high level of loyalty on considerable number of indicators, neutrality can be explained with political exclusion; the political elite is distinguished by a coincidence of opinions of both positive, and negative orientation, with domination of the last (to political opponents all manifestations of political activity) are almost banned” [1, p. 39].
In our opinion, consolidation has to be considered by a double image: and as independent process, and as quantitatively measured characteristic of opinions and preferences of subjects of a social matrix. Consolidation of the society has the quantitative and qualitative measure, at the same time quantitative and quality standard of consolidation will allow determine substantial filling of the category, its current state as the phenomena, the directions of weakening or strengthening, to offer mechanisms of ensuring national security adequate to the present stage.

If the society consolidated before breaks up, then it is necessary to analyze possibilities of a reconsolidation. If the society which is rather consolidated in a quantitative sense demands an exit to qualitatively new level of development, then it is possible to offer category "neo-consolidation" for such type of the reply of the consolidated society to the new or amplifying threats. A number of threats are directed to disintegration of the state and society, and in that case the scientific analysis has to be kept, in our opinion, in the category field disintegration-integration-reintegration as the category "consolidation" can't reflect the all range of problems of integration.
An important role in the analysis of consolidation is played by interrelation of single and multiple. The category "consolidation" in scientific literature is opposed to categories "fragmentation" of both elite and elites, and for the description of models of the inter-elite relations such categories as "pact", "community of elite", "convergence of elite" are used [13, c.98]. At the same time, unity or differentiation as characteristics of elite, in our opinion, have to be applied to a separate type of elite, but not to several elites.

Differentiation of concepts of consolidation and unity by I. A. Trutnev is in this regard valuable to the analysis of data of sociological poll of representatives of political and scientific elite of the Primorsk territory: "The data obtained during the conducted research allow to make the general conclusion that it is rather possible to call regional elite consolidated (but not rallied), than fragmented. When holding poll a half of representatives of political elite and about three quarters of representatives of scientific community (75%) have characterized degree of unity of elite groups of edge as average – the main elite groups are poorly consolidated, at the same time, the sharp conflicts are absent. Consider that elite groups are consolidated poorly, there are in a condition of "split" and major political confrontation of 25% of politicians also 10% of the research associates" [11, p.70].
Certain potential of consolidation of elite finds the reflection in disclosure of a leader and elite component of public life of the region. So, S.A. Vorontsov and A.V. Ponedelkov consider that "the new political and economic problems formed by the geopolitical opponents of Russia can't be resolved with a support on old tools, first of all on traditional models of leadership. In the conditions of globalization the new approaches containing not only traditional methods of increase in efficiency of administrative activity, but also the strategy allowing to find an optimum way of achievement of goals with a support on earlier not used approaches are necessary without excluding the approaches connected with justified risk, the regional commands of the power offered and realized by leaders" [3, p.136]. These authors, in our opinion, emphasize the increasing role of leadership of elite in the conditions of aggravation of immanent and introduced problems, namely leadership of elite is a subject-orientation of process of their consolidation. 

We suggest to consider consolidation as a special case of integration at coincidence of public and state preferences, public and personal interests, interests of various elite to interests of the state in general. Whereas integration assumes a wide range of balances and compromises, ways of resolution of conflicts of interests of the personality, society, his elite, collectives, the organizations, social groups, power structures of the regions and other private and integrated subjects of a social matrix reached for maintenance of sustainable development and national security. 
To what extent modern Russian society is consolidated now possible to estimate, using data of sociological polls of VCIOM and other representative polls. 

According to weekly polls VCIOM 79-81 percent of the population approve activity of the Russian President in June-July, 2016 [11]. But society also isn't less consolidated in assessment of the current economic and foreign policy situation. According to Levada Center on the middle of July, 2016, the share of Russians recognizing of the economic crisis in the country has reached value, minimum for the last six months (77%) that below indicators of the beginning of this year (85%-82%), but is comparable to indicators for the same period last year. Now two thirds of respondents (69%) consider that there is a threat to security of other countries of the world from the USA though a year ago their share was even higher – 77% in February, 2015. On the contrary, 77% of respondents don't see threat from Russia for other states [10]. In such way, in support of the Russian President, assessment of external threat from the USA, recognition of an economic crisis as internal threat society is rather uniform. 

Similar level of estimates can be observed concerning importance of threats of terrorism, need of fight against corruption, fight against crime. The society waits for social justice in providing the state services and distribution of the public benefits [6, c.9]. At the same time, it should be noted that also in quantitative measurement society is consolidated in recognition of the passivity: 73% of respondents consider that they can't affect events in the state [10].
Dialectical approach to the analysis of social development involves the identification of contradictions of interests of subjects of political and socio-economic relations as the driving force of social development. So current level of consolidation, in our view, reflects the dominance of the corresponding preferences of the actors in the ways of realization of their interests in the political field (preference policy of the President of the Russian Federation and, to a lesser extent interest, of the Government of the Russian Federation) and the socio-economic field (prefer social dependency, not the deployment of entrepreneurial initiatives). How effective these methods of resolution of contradictions of interests are, is the issue of quality development. In our view, the effectiveness of the implementation of the principles of social development increasingly tied to the integration of society as the emergence of a new quality consistently divergent interests, not its consolidation on a single platform. 

Improving the quality of the business elite and the entire system of management in the business sector largely depends on the skills and training of economists, financiers, accountants, managers, senior executives and middle managers. To achieve high performance, accelerated development of the enterprises and organizations personnel management and professionals should have innovative competencies to identify such officers, managers of enterprises are turning to the services of the largest universities in the region providing high quality training of future employees.
The specifics of administrative and educational clusters consisting in the organization of vocational training and retraining of the personnel first of all for the bodies of public and municipal administration and budgetary organizations, but not the enterprises of the national economy, distinguishes them from the scientific and production and educational clusters created mainly in the sphere of development of production technologies and providing the region with highly qualified specialists of branches. Problems of formation of a reserve of administrative personnel at the national and regional levels have caused emergence and development of the administrative and educational clusters in the south of Russia uniting the actions of bodies of the state and municipal executive power and institutions of higher professional education.

Scientific and production and educational clusters on the basis of classical and technical universities in the south of Russia are created as in most of subjects of the Russian Federation. The indisputable leader is the Southern federal university in Rostov-on-Don, the strong high school systems supplemented by the innovative centers, business incubators, technological parks have developed in Krasnodar, Volgograd, Vladikavkaz, Stavropol and Pyatigorsk which are at the same time the donors of the market of employment of graduates, and recipients of entrants from mainly neighboring regions [5, p. 95].

Administrative-educational clusters in the Russian regions can be created on the basis of cooperation between the Russian Academy of National Economy and Public Administration under the President of the Russian Federation, its affiliates, other universities, having the license for educational programs and special-majoring in public and municipal management, economics and management, law, social work, for personnel services, commissions of personnel policy, centers of retraining and improving the qualifications established by the Executive authorities of the subjects of the Russian Federation and the territorial bodies of the Federal control authorities (e.g. Supervisory, law enforcement), as well as the judiciary. 

Joint activities can be carried out on a contractual basis in the exercise of professional retraining and advanced qualified classification of state and municipal employees and personnel reserve, and in the form of creating Advisory boards in order to harmonize education-educational programs, identify opportunities and needs for providing the places of practice for students, participation of graduates in the contests for the Deputy-absorption positions of the civil service and inclusion in the personnel reserve in the presence of the recommendation of the higher educational institutions [4, p. 6]. 

In all universities of Rostov region preparing specialists for the sector of state and municipal management, which in the future can put the power elite in the region, there is a need to modernize the organizational structures that facilitate employment of graduates in organizations; state and municipal management and leading the monitoring of their further professional destiny. The data structure can be created through proactive development of student government organizations (student employment service) and through cooperation with the public employment service, personnel services of public authorities and management, public extra-budgetary funds, local authorities as employers [3, p. 60]. A search of organizational forms of realization of services of employment should consider that the establishment of the centre of employment is not a self-goal but an instrument of solving problems, which should be socially, economically, and effectively extending the horizon of application of forces the issue of employees in the public sector.
Earlier we have noted that in modern conditions one of the most perspective types of the analysis of interrelation of development of political and economic elite, is the institutional analysis based on consideration of system of norms, rules, customs, her structuring, tracing of influence of institutes on formation of elite, their structure, functions, identification of traps and failures, dependence on the previous way of development, i.e. on presence of proto-elite of a concrete look or transition from one elite to another. Throughout this thesis it is necessary to explain that processes of consolidation and integration are considered by us as forms of an institutionalization of set of elite unlike forms of an institutionalization of any specific elite. For example, activities of Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Russian Union of Industry and Entrepreneurship, OPORA, Association of Russian banks, Association of Russian farmers are the various forms of institutionalization of the business elite representing various segments of business: large, average, small, bank, agrarian, etc. Activity of the Public Chamber of the Russian Federation is an example of integration of elite: imperious, economic, cultural, scientific, national.

In this regard it should be noted that the understanding of consolidation of elite of N.A. Ponomarenko represents other system of coordinates of scientific search: "The period of consolidation is the third stage elite-genesis for to which process of crushing and an institutionalization of political elite precedes. Groups of political elite, that saved-up bigger quantity of resources at a stage of "crushing" which was fixed in system of the power in the period of "institutionalization" at the stage "consolidations" preserve the developed system of the imperious relations within a certain political regime, having received monopoly for definition of "rules of the game" in political process" [8, c. 481]. We prefer to consider process of an institutionalization as constant for each stage of an elite-genesis and also formation of structure of political elite, and "stabilization of its structure in the conditions of consolidation" proceed in a certain institutional framework, agrees to formal or, most often, to informal rules and norms. Besides elite-genesis it is dialectically doomed to split or disintegration of elite at late stages of its development. 

These methodological problems, in our view, have considerable potential for the analysis of measures of strengthening of economic security in Russian Federation as the material basis of national security in general. Deformation of modern market under the international sanctions and the Russian counter-sanctions is perceived by the Russian society, which supports in the long-term direction the import substitution and technological breakthrough and does not expect fast growth of standard of living [9, p. 24]. Difficult situation is recognized by the elites too. Therefore, the task of the state in the short and medium term is, in our opinion, not to strengthen consolidation (to increase the level of consolidation, reflecting the share of convergence, estimated values) as such, but to prevent disintegration and to maintain integration of the society and its elites at the existing level.
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
